Mayor

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schemmel to approve Appointments
the 2009 Mayor Appointments as presented.  Passed unanimously.

Water 

Since the static level of the wells in town have been gradually increasing, System

it is the opinion of experts that the aquifer is not recharging fast enough 


to sustain water levels for the long-term.  It is therefore felt that the east 


water treatment plant should be rehabbed at an estimated cost of $300,000.  

This amount was included in the sewer separation project budget.  A 


motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize 


Bolton & Menk, Inc. to prepare plans and specifications for rehabilitation 


of the east water treatment plant.  Passed unanimously.

Alley

Regarding alley snow plowing, it is the City’s current policy to only plow Plowing
the Central Business District alleys.  Due to the economic crisis, the 


Council is not in favor of changing the policy at this time.

Engineering
Contingent upon USDA RD approval, a motion was made by Engelmann Agreement
and seconded by Hightshoe to approve amendment #3 to the Engineering 


Agreement with Bolton & Menk, Inc.  The amendment explains the extra 


engineering performed for the construction of the new sanitary sewer main 

along 3rd and 4th Street South.  Passed unanimously.

Pelican Lake
The cost for Bolton & Menk, Inc. to provide a preliminary engineering Addition
report summarizing the development costs for the Pelican Lake 2nd 



Addition would be $4000.  At this time, the Council is not in favor of 


authorizing this report, via a motion by Engelmann and seconded by 


Hightshoe.  Passed unanimously.

Resolution
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schemmel to approve 1-09

Resolution 1-09 authorizing the issuance of a $3,392,000 G.O. Revenue 


Bond of 2009, which will repay an interim loan with MRWA.  Passed 


unanimously.

Pay Equity
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve Report

the Pay Equity Implementation Report.  Passed unanimously.

Upon recommendation by the Fire Department, a motion was made by Firefighter
Engelmann and seconded by Schemmel to approve the hiring of John 


Reigstad as a new firefighter.  Passed unanimously.

Police

Police Chief Bumgarner submitted and reviewed his monthly report.  A Report

motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Hightshoe to authorize 


the purchase of an X26 taser.  Passed unanimously.
