Platting
Two proposals were submitted by Bolton & Menk, Inc. to provide platting Services
services for two new subdivisions: Part of Lot 1 of Lot K of Pelican Lake 


and Outlot A, Zimmerman’s First Addition.  A motion was made by 


Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to accept the proposal to plat a 



subdivision in Outlot A Zimmerman’s First Addition at a cost not to 


exceed $6000.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Engelmann 


and seconded by Welsh to accept the proposal to plat a subdivision in Part 


of Lot 1 of Lot K of Pelican Lake at a cost not to exceed $8500.  Passed 


unanimously.

Street 

Due to the need for some underground wiring, the lights on Hwy. 212 east Lighting
of Main Street are still not operational.  MnDOT has suggested that their 


contractor wait until spring (when the frost is out of the ground) to 



complete the necessary underground utility work.  Due to the problems 


associated with digging in the winter, the Council concurred.

Building
Due to possible “conflict of interest” issues, the City will do more research Space Rental
on renting building space to City employees/council members.

discretionary authority to plow the streets following a snowfall event of 


less than three inches; plowing within the time frame of an eight hour day.  

Passed unanimously.

Police Chief
Chief Bumgarner was present to submit a summary of police activity Report

during 2007 and to discuss possible changes for the Department.  He is 


suggesting to pay part-time officers by the hour instead of by the shift at 


$12.50 per hour.  He would also like to explore the use of part-time 


officers in the evenings/early mornings so that the Chief can be more 


visible during the daytime.  The Council was receptive to these ideas and 


will act on the pay change at its next meeting.  The Chief also requested 


adding Carl Mulder to the roster of part-time officers, effective 2-1-08.  A 


motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to approve this 


request.  Passed unanimously.

EDA Board
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to appoint Jeff 


Bumgarner and Dawn Mertons to the EDA Board.  Passed unanimously.

2008 Mayor
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve Appoint-
the Mayor’s 2008 appointments, the same as 2007, deleting Larry 

ments

Grafenstein from the Tree Inspector position.  Passed unanimously.
