Council members present: Seidl, Engelmann, Schneider, Welsh

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Ditch 66
Commissioner Setzepfandt was present to update the Council on the System

progress of the petition process to transfer/remove the City’s Ditch 66 


storm water tile lines from the system.  After discussion with the three 


viewers appointed by the County, it was suggested that the City could not 


remove itself from the system, but only “transfer out”, leaving itself open 


to continued costs for improvements to the Ditch system outside of the 


City, while bearing the entire burden of the cost of improvements to the 


tile lines under City streets.  This was not the intent of the City and a 


meeting is being scheduled to discuss the issue.

Water Tower
The Council reviewed a proposed contract with Maguire Iron, Inc. to clean Maintenance
the water tower tank in 2012 & 2015 and to paint the tower in the sixth 


year (2015).  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 



Schneider to approve the contract.  Passed unanimously.

Treatment
An official change order, regarding improvements to the water treatment Plant 

plant, was presented by the Engineer, and includes changes to the contract Change
which have previously been approved by the Council.  The changes are Order #1
within the budgeted contingency dollars.  A motion was made by 



Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to approve changes order #1.  Passed 


unanimously.  Proposals were also submitted by the Contractor for 



relocation of a valve ($982.00) and insulation between the tank and roof 


($977.00).  It was felt that these improvements are not necessary at this 


time.

Engineering
Amendment #5 to the Agreement form for engineering services for the Agreement
2006-2009 Street & Utility improvement project was presented to the 


Council.  For $10,000 the Engineer will provide the City with a mandated 


Phosphorus Management Plan.  USDA RD grant funds will pay for the 


extra cost.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to 


approve Amendment #5.  Passed unanimously.
