The Council discussed the pros and cons of administering City tickets for Department
traffic violations.  Despite the opinion of the Attorney General’s office 


that administrative tickets used by cities and counties do not comply with 


Minn. Stat. 169, several cities/counties now issue their own tickets.  Doing 

so allows local governments to keep the fees collected and the violation 


does not appear on the driver’s record; therefore, fewer tickets are 



contested.  The issue will be discussed further when the police chief is 


available. A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to 


approve an hourly rate of $12.50 for part-time officers and the addition of 


Craig Bell and John Reigstad to the part-time officer roster.  Passed 


unanimously.

Space

In order to avoid any conflicts of interest, space rental in the Fairgrounds Rental

building (leased to the city) will need to be approved by the City, and fees 


paid directly to the Renville County Ag. Society.
