Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
October 12, 2009

Council members present: Seidl, Engelmann, Cooper, Hightshoe, Schneider

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Seidl.

A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Ditch 66
As a result of the public hearing for the City to petition for removal from Petition
the Ditch 66 system, the County Ditch Attorney suggested that a Viewer Hearing
be hired to determine a fair annual outlet fee.  This will cost the City 


$1500 if the tile lines under City streets are removed from the system.  A 


motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to proceed with 


the petition process.  Passed unanimously.

Water

Since proceeding with rehabilitation of the east water treatment plant, System

several issues have come to light that may require change orders.  A Improve-
$30,000 contingency was built into the funding.  Quotes were received ments

from Eagle Construction for the following: Roof replacement - $9693, 4-


channel telephone dialer - $2632, modify reclaim tank piping - $1104, 


aerator access door - $5487, televise well #5 - $750, clean/redevelop well 


#5 (if needed) - $21,874, and smaller miscellaneous items (solenoid valve, 

motor starter for chlorine booster, automatic chlorine feed system, float 


switches, thermostat, floor flood switch) - $3142.  A motion was made by 


Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to authorize all extra work be done at 

this time except the dialer and cleaning/redeveloping well #5.  The roof 


replacement will only be authorized under Eagle Construction’s contract if 

enough contingency moneys are available.  Passed unanimously.  For the 


following reasons, Eagle Construction is requesting a two month time 


extension: Lack of as-built drawings for the existing filter, delays in 


product approvals due to the “Buy American” requirement, additional time 

to incorporate proposed changes and weather delays.  Because the water 


levels in the in-town wells are adequate to last through the winter, a 


motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Hightshoe to extend the 

date for completion of the treatment plant to March 1st and site restoration 


to June 1st, provided Eagle Construction will consider decreasing their 


margin percentage.  Passed unanimously.  Regarding construction of 



well #8, 30’ of blue clay separates two sand levels, with the better quality 


sand/water at the bottom level.  The well will be 300’ deep with the screen 

on the bottom 28’.
Hazardous
The Council was given a list of 18 vacant houses whose water services are Buildings
disconnected.  Before the next meeting, Council members will rate the 


houses on a 1 to 5 scale with “1” being a building that should be 



condemned.

Storm Water
Regarding the storm water drainage problem at TH212 & 4th Street, a Drainage
motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to table 


discussion pending acquisition of project costs.  Passed unanimously.  

Dog

The Council dismissed possible amendments to its dog/cat ordinance, Ordinance
including the designation of a Kennel (keeping of three or more dogs on 


the same premises) as a nuisance.  Councilor Cooper will work with the 


Administrator to draft a possible amendment to Ordinance 168.
Roof 

The roof on the city-owned building being leased by the Learning 

Repair

Funhouse is leaking near the sky light.  A motion was made by Cooper 


and seconded by Engelmann to solicit bids from local contractors to fix 


the leak around the sky light and to remove the sky light and cover the 


hole.  Passed unanimously.
Purchase
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to approve Agreement
the purchase agreement to sell approximately 10 acres to Kibble 



Equipment for their relocation/building construction project.  Passed 


unanimously.
EDA Board
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to appoint 


Tricia Lynch to the EDA Board, replacing Jeff Bumgarner.  Passed 


unanimously.
