Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
October 13, 2008

All members present.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve a land use permit for Virgil Green (storage shed).  Passed unanimously.

Brush Site
Owen Lund was present to request that the Council extend the brush site 


hours for the month of October.  Hours have been limited due to the 


excessive dumping of illegal materials at the site.  If this practice 



continues, the DNR could fine the City or require permanent closure.  


Anyone caught dumping illegal materials will be subject to the state fine 


for littering.  Please report any misuse to the Police Department.  



Following much discussion, a motion was made by Engelmann and 


seconded by Schneider to extend the brush site hours for the month of 


October to the following: 1:00 PM – 7:00 PM Monday – Friday and 8:00 


AM – 5:00 PM on Saturday/Sunday.  Passed unanimously.

Rauenhorst
Greg Rauenhorst stated that he felt Main Street was not cleaned properly 


on May 30th, which caused him to have an accident with his bike.  Since 


he has been prosecuted for not abating nuisances on his property, he felt 


the City should be more responsible in cleaning City streets.

Sewer

The Council reviewed final assessment roll documents provided by the Separation
City’s Engineer that included project location and scope summary, 

Project

estimated project costs, and special assessment policies.  The City 



Engineer is recommending approval of Change Order #18 which would 


reduce retainage to 1% and would also start the correction periods for the 


current project work scope.  There was some concern that the remaining 


retainage ($135,000) would not be adequate to cover the remaining 


punchlist items and warranty watch items.  Our Engineer does not see this 


as a problem.  A motioin was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider 


to approve Change Order #18.  All voted in favor except Cooper who was 


opposed.  A motion was then made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann 

to approve Pay Estimate #21, $145,129.00 to Duininck Bro., Inc.  All 


voted in favor except Cooper who was opposed.  Regarding the potential 


extra sanitary sewer work and street surface repair work on 3rd & 4th Street 

South (Ranchwood area), a bid of $134,897.55 was received by Duininck 


Bros., Inc.  This work would be paid through remaining sewer grant funds.  

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to accept the 


bid and authorize the change order.  All voted in favor except Cooper who 

abstained.

Tile Line
Our Engineer was consulted as to the possibility of plugging the tile line 


behind the Oak Grove property.  On old City maps this storm water line is 


recognized as City-owned.  Plugging the line will stop any I&I into the 


sanitary sewer system.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded 


by Cooper to table discussion until a report is received from our Engineer.  

Passed unanimously.
Stump

Bids were received from AAA Tree Service and Bob’s Tree Stump Removal
Grinding Service to remove tree stumps on public property.  Discussion 


was tabled to receive comparable bids.

Resolution
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to approve

Resolution 8-08, authorizing Bird Island to be a party to the Minnesota 


Water Agency Response Network (MnWARN) and to sign the MnWARN 

Mutual Aid Agreement.  Passed unanimously.

Housing
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to approve a Rehab

Cooperative Agreement between Renville County and Renville County 


Cities (excluding Buffalo Lake and Fairfax) in support of a Small Cities 


Development Program application for housing rehabilitation.  Passed 


unanimously.

Pioneerland
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to amend the Agreement
Pioneerland Library System Joint Powers Agreement to add an Amendment
“Indemnification and Hold Harmless” clause.  Passed unanimously.
