Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
October 22, 2007 at 7:30 PM

All members present.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Welsh to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular & special meetings, and land use permits for Rumors (fence) and Bill Cully (storage shed & garage).  Passed unanimously.

G.O. Bonds
Monte Eastvold, Northland Securities, was present to discuss the sale of 


$295,000 G.O. Improvement Bonds to pay for three street projects that 


were added as change orders to the citywide sewer separation project.  The 

bonds will be paid back over 20 years at an average interest rate of 



4.3728%.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to 


adopt Resolution 19-07, providing for the issuance and sale of the bonds, 


and to sell the bonds to Northland Securities.  Passed unanimously.  The 


sale is scheduled to close on November 20, 2007.

Traffic

The Council was updated on a meeting held with Pete Sorenson, Traffic Control
Engineering Specialist, in which community-wide traffic controls were Study

reviewed.  In general, less control is preferred, especially for low volume 


intersections, and change should be made when needed to resolve a 


definable issue, for example, insufficient visibility.  Elm Avenue and 11th 


Street were identified as possible “through streets”.  It was recommended 


to make the following “stop sign” changes as soon as possible: Move the 


stop sign on Ash (& 5th) to the NW corner of 5th Street (& Ash) with a 


stop sign being added on the SE corner, stopping north/south traffic, and 


move the stop sign on 11th (& Elm) to Dogwood (& 11th).  A motion was 


made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to approve these changes.  


Passed unanimously.
4-Plex 

The Council received a bid of $4266.35 from the City’s contractor (DBI) Driveways
to construct extra concrete driveway at the 4-Plex on Elm Avenue.  A 


motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to approve the 


extra driveway concrete by DBI, or a local contractor who submits a lower 

bid and can complete the work before the weather gets too cold this year.  


Passed unanimously.
Ball Park
In order for the City to be co-host of the State Amateur Baseball 
Parking Lot
tournament, the ball park parking lot will need to be paved.  Cost 



estimates will need to be obtained and an agreement formalized with the 


B.I. Baseball Association as to how ticket sales will be used to reimburse 


those agencies who have expended money to improve the ball park facility.  

It was felt that paying an engineer $1500, at this time, would not be 


necessary.  Because the City has a joint powers agreement with the School, 

they will also need to be consulted.
Building
The Council discussed preliminary floor plans for a possible new fire hall Needs

and remodeling of the municipal building.  The current fire hall lacks 


space and has no room for the First Responder rig.  The Building 



Committee suggests that the current police/maintenance building be 


moved/sold and all of the City staff be housed in the municipal building, 


with the addition of central air and a new boiler system.  The City will 


begin the search for funding of the proposed projects.
