Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
October 23, 2006 at 7:30 PM

All members present.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Tax-Exempt
Tom Belcher, Chief Financial Officer of Greater MN Family Services, Bonds

was present to request that Bird Island agree to act as Issuer in a tax-


exempt financing/refinancing on behalf of Greater MN Family Services.  


The proceeds of the bonds would go towards renovation of the buildings 


in the City of Willmar and Willmar Township, along with refinancing of 


loans, including loans that helped construct Elmwood Estates, in Bird 


Island.  The City would bear no obligation to repay any portion of the loan 

and would also receive indemnity assuring it against any present or future 


expense associated with the transaction.  The Council had several 



questions regarding the legality of the transaction and bonding limitations.  

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to adopt 


Resolution 21-06, calling for a public hearing on the issuance of a health 


care facilities revenue note and authorizing the publication of a notice of 


the hearing.  Passed unanimously.

Police

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to purchase a Equipment
voice digital pocket recorder for the police department at a cost of $130 


using vehicle forfeiture funds.  Passed unanimously.
Sewer

Some concerns have been raised regarding the decision to begin Separation
construction on 9th Street from Fir to Cherry this late in the season.  It will Project

benefit the City to have the 42’ storm water line in place and will help 


move the project along.  Gravel will need to be replaced 42 days after 


construction begins.  Depending upon the weather, it is unlikely that curb 


& gutter and tar will be constructed before year-end.


It was necessary to remove Ed Engelmann’s fence along Ash Avenue to 


proceed with the project.  As removal and replacement wasn’t in the bid, 


Woelfel felt it would cost about $300 to put back up.  A motion was made 


by Cooper and seconded by Schneider to offer Ed $300 to not replace the 


fence or the City will rebuild the fence and place it on the property line.  


All voted in favor except Engelmann who abstained.

Tractor/
The City received an offer from RDO Equipment to purchase a 2006 John Loader/
Deere 310SG with bucket for a net cost of $61,477.59.  This piece of Backhoe
equipment would replace both the 1967 Case 580 and 1968 International 


IH30.  RDO is offering a trade-in allowance of $12,500 for both.  The 


tractor can be financed over 5 years at 5 ¾% interest.  A motion was made 

by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to purchase the JD310SG from 


RDO for $61,477.59.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by 


Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to purchase a 5 year/2000 hour 


power train warranty at a one-time cost of $893.00.  Passed unanimously.
