Assessment
Much of the discussion at the hearing revolved around how the $4000 Hearing
assessment was determined, which was answered in the Engineer’s Discussion
presentation.  It was reiterated that this was a “sewer” project and not a 


“street” project; therefore, the sewer separation assessment was the same 


whether or not you had a new street constructed in front of your property.  


Concern was raised regarding the ability of low-income seniors to pay the 


assessment.  Contact the City Office (365-3371) for information on 


possible programs that may provide assistance.  A motion was made by 


Welsh and seconded by Schneider to approve Resolution 9-08, adopting 


the final assessment roll.  Passed unanimously.  Discussion continued on 


establishment of a fee for future hook-ups to the system.  A motion was 


made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to establish a $4000 sewer 


hook-up fee and a $200 water system hook-up fee plus the cost of 



materials.  Passed unanimously.
