All members present.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permit for Jim Mohs (storage building).  Passed unanimously.

Nuisance 
Possible violations of the City’s Nuisance Ordinance were discussed Ordinance
relative to the properties at the following addresses: 130 North 6th Street 


and 830 Highway Avenue.  A motion was made by Cooper and seconded 


by Engelmann to authorize the police to inspect both properties and report 


back to the Council with their findings.  Passed unanimously.

Sewer

Duininck Bros., Inc. is requesting a time extension to complete utilities, Separation
grading & gravel on 2nd Street from Dogwood to Birch and possibly an Project

extension on CSAH5, TH212 to Sunrise to complete bituminous non-wear 

course (10-15-06).  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 


Welsh to not grant the time extensions but to table imposing liquidated 


damages until the project develops further.  Passed unanimously.  The 


City Engineer will relay this message to the Contractor.



The Council reviewed change orders 2 & 3 that were approved at the 


10-5-06 Construction meeting.  The savings to the City on the first 3 


change orders is $8731.15.  Change order 2 are additions that were 



requested and will be paid by the state/county ($15,464.45).


The Council opened bids for 500’ of 6” PVC water main as discussed at 


the last Council meeting.  A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by 


Engelmann to accept the low bid of $10,491.25 from Gravel Express, Inc.  

Passed unanimously.  



Contractor Pay Estimate #5 of $1,346,943.24 was approved with the 


claims.



The Council again discussed catch basin leads that have been discovered 


broken during the project.  For City employees to safely continue to repair 


these leads, a tractor/backhoe will need to be rented or a new (used) one 


purchased.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper 


to allow an emergency expenditure of up to $38,000 from anticipated 2007 

revenue to purchase a tractor/backhoe, selling or trading in the old one.  


Passed unanimously.  The rental of a backhoe to repair the catch basin 


lead on 5th Street will be allowed.

Ordinance
A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Cooper to adopt 

200

Ordinance 200, regulating abandoned and inoperable vehicles.  Passed 


unanimously.

The City will place an ad in the paper to sell the old police car and Vehicles
tractor/backhoe.
