The City is working with the DNR to comply with requirements involved Testing/
with construction of a new well; to include aquifer/pump testing, data Aquifer
compilation and monitoring of area wells.  A quote of $1500 was received Monitoring
from Ervin Well Co. to install a data logger at the Dave Elfering well site 


using the site as the needed “observation well”.  An hourly rate of $21.00 


was also submitted for any additional monitoring of wells.  A motion was 


made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to hire Ervin Well Co. to 


install the data logger in the Elfering well and to perform any necessary 


monitoring at $21/hr., not to exceed allocated contingency dollars.  Passed 

unanimously.
