Pond

John Desotell was present to formally request that the City sell him a

Property owners along Birch Avenue east of 1st Street were present to Avenue
voice their objection to the Council’s decision to construct a 40’ wide 


paved road with curb & gutter adjacent to their properties.  A public 


hearing was held (following proper notification) on February 13, 2006 


regarding this subject at which time no one was present to object or agree.  

The 


initial complaint was the need for curb & gutter, but later there was some 


agreement with the inclusion of curb & gutter provided road construction 


is moved to the north.  Since catch basins have already been installed, the 


City Engineer will be consulted as to the feasibility of this change.
Sewer

Dave Woelfel updated the Council on the schedule and progress of the Separation
sewer separation project.  A motion was made by Engelmann and

$71,302.34.  Passed unanimously.  Pay Estimate #6 to Duininck Bros. Inc. 

is $1,452,880.13.

MPCA

The Council reviewed the first annual MPCA NPDES Permit Compliance Report

Summary.  All DMR reports were submitted on time and there was only 


one effluent violation relating to fecal coliform in June of 2005.

Farm 

Since a senior housing facility is scheduled to be constructed west of the Contracts
ball park in 2007, the City is terminating its lease agreement with Dick 


Eiler to farm this area.  Regarding the farm land around the cemetery, the 


City will begin using an annual (instead of every three years) contract 


deleting some land being used as fill areas due to the sewer construction 


project.

Rauenhorst
Greg Rauenhorst was present to inquire as to the procedure to install a Property
fence on the west side of his property.  The Police have recently inspected 


this property for possible nuisance violations, with a formal report to 


follow.

Tax-exempt
A letter from Jenny Boulton, Briggs and Morgan, answered the questions Note

the Council had regarding the City issuing a tax-exempt Note on behalf of 


Greater MN Family Services to finance acquisition, construction and 


refinancing of three facilities, including Elmwood Estates.  A hearing on 


the subject is scheduled for 7:00 AM on November 27th.

Resolution
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to adopt

Resolution 22-06, authorizing the issuance of a $5,164,000 G. O. Taxable 


Sewer Revenue Note and execution of the loan agreement with the PFA.  


Passed unanimously.  In addition, a motion was made by Engelmann and 


seconded by Welsh to send a letter to Briggs and Morgan approving their 


dual representation of the City and the PFA.  Passed unanimously.
Loan 

A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to approve a Agreement
$5,164,000 loan agreement with the PFA.  It will be a 20 year loan with an 

interest rate of 1%.  Passed unanimously.

Building 
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to table Inspection
approval of the 2007 Building Inspection Program with Mid-Minnesota Contract
Development Commission to explore other options (until next regular 


meeting).  Passed unanimously.

Police Car
Since no bids were received to purchase the City’s old 1993 Ford Crown 


Victoria police car, the City will re-advertise, with a closing date of 


December 11th.  Motion by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh.  Passed 


unanimously.
