The shingles on the Library roof are in need of replacement.  Bids were Roof

received for both steel and asphalt shingles.  It appears that the steel option 

will not be feasible because of the need to remove the steel currently on 


the roof.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Hightshoe 


to accept the low bid of $7936.03 (+$300 for dumpster) from S&G 


Construction using lifetime shingles, understanding that material prices 


could change by next spring.  Passed unanimously.  Letters will be sent 


out asking for tax-deductable donations to the Community Improvement 


Foundation to help pay the costs.

Temporary
Because Cooper has gone south for the winter, there is a temporary Council
vacancy on the Council.  There was discussion on whether or not to Vacancy
appoint a replacement.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded 


by Schneider for the Mayor to appoint a replacement at the next meeting.  


Passed unanimously.

Water

Woelfel updated the Council on the water treatment plant renovation System

project.  Because of the need to raise the cover for the backwash basins, Improve-
the electrical panels need to be moved, at a cost of $1166.00.  A motion ments

was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve the 


change order.  Passed unanimously.  As for the construction of Well #8, a 


quote was received from Ervin Well Co. to upgrade to a stainless steel 


drop pipe at a cost of $11,600.  Because of the better product and the 


availability of contingency moneys, a motion was made by Engelmann 


and seconded by Schneider to approve the change order.  Passed 



unanimously.
Township
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Hightshoe to approve Fire

the 2010 Township Fire Contracts at $165 per section, with a cost-of-Contracts
living increase in subsequent years.  Passed unanimously.
Farm

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to approve Contract
the 2010 Farm Contract (14 acres by Cemetery) with Dick Eiler at 



$80/acre.  Passed unanimously.
