the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Land Use 
A land use permit application was received from Don McDowell to construct a

garage/storage pole shed approximately 3’ from his south property line.  A variance from the 10’ setback requirement may be granted; however, the adjacent neighbor would have to give written approval.  In addition, the Building Inspector needs to approve the construction plans.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to table discussion until more information is received.  Passed unanimously.

Storm Water
There exists a storm water lateral (previously sanitary sewer line) on private property 

Lateral
from the car wash at 4th Street north, west to 6th Street north.  City staff is asking permission to construct a manhole on the lateral which will help divert water from the sanitary sewer and will help with drainage.  This lateral should be designated “public” and easements procured from property owners.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to authorize construction of manhole and procurement of easements.  Passed unanimously.

Plow Truck
City staff continue to search the State of Minnesota auction site for a decent snow plow truck.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize staff to bid on a State-owned plow truck provided the bid is within the City’s budget and the specific truck has been approved by the Mayor.  Passed unanimously.

Concrete
There remains concrete related warranty repairs that have yet to be completed by the 
Warranty
Contractor (Duininck, Inc.) of the sewer separation project.  The Contractor is requesting

Repairs 
to complete this work next spring.  A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to allow the work to be completed between May 23rd and June 15th of 2011.  If the work is not completed by June 15, 2011, Duininck, Inc. will be required to reimburse the City to have the concrete repairs completed by a separate concrete contractor.  Passed unanimously.
Investment
Per recommendation of the City’s Auditor, a motion was made by Engelmann and

Policy 
seconded by Lynch to approve the proposed Investment Policy, drafted from a LMC model.  Passed unanimously.

Cat Problem
The Council discussed the concern with homeless cats running at large.  Ordinance 168 authorizes impounding officers to humanely put animals to sleep if unclaimed after 5 days.  Other solutions to the problem were discussed.
