Dog 

Several reports have been filed with the Police Department regarding a Regulations
dog attacking other dogs in the Ranchwood area.

With 


the information presented, the dog was determined “dangerous”.  The 


Council instructed the City Attorney to draft a letter to the owners of the 


offending dog, subjecting them to some stringent regulations under state 


law.  Any violation of these regulations would be a misdemeanor, and 


could result in the dog’s destruction.

Police

Four bids were received for the purchase of the 1993 Crown Victoria

police car.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to 


accept the high bid of $826.00 from Doug Olinger.  Passed unanimously.
Sewer

Woelfel reported that the Contractor discontinued construction for the Separation
season as of 12-7-06, which was also the final construction meeting for Project

2006.  They did not fully complete Oak Avenue East & West due to frost 


issues.  Some cleaning and safety issues need to be discussed with the 


Contractor.  Corey Hower, MPCA, was also here on 12-7-06 to inspect the 

progress of the sewer separation project and to provide input/suggestions.

Vacate

A request was made for the City to vacate the existing 20 foot alley

running north/south on Block 22, Original Plat of the City of Bird Island.  Hearing
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to call a 


hearing to discuss the issue at 7:00 PM on January 8, 2007 at City Hall.  


Passed unanimously.

Permanent
As Woelfel’s probationary period is complete and he was given a positive Status

performance evaluation, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded 


by Schneider to change his employment status to permanent.  Passed 


unanimously.
Nutrition
Lutheran Social Service has been awarded the Senior Nutrition Program Site

for our area.  Provided there are no significant or monetary changes to the Agreement
2007 contract for services, a motion was made by Cooper and seconded by 

Engelmann to authorize the Administrator to sign the contract upon receipt.  

Passed unanimously.

Resolution
A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to approve 25-06

Resolution 25-06, adopting the 2007 budget and payable 2007 final levy at 

$308,656.  Passed unanimously.

Rewards
Police Chief Kennedy inquired as to the possibility of the City issuing

rewards for information leading to criminal arrests.  He was asked to Information
check on the legalities of such a transaction and to consult with the County 

Sheriff’s department as to how these issues are handled through the 


Crimestoppers program.

Cemetery
Cemetery Board Member, Jim Schneider, updated the Council on the

selling lots.
