Chief Bumgarner requested authorization to purchase a digital video 


system for the squad car.  The camera system will serve to protect the 


public and police officers from unwarranted accusations of abuse or 


mistreatment and can be used in court as evidence.  A motion was made 


by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to spend up to $4200 on the 


purchase and installation of a digital video system.  Passed unanimously.
