Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council

Cooper absent.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and to authorize payment of the claims.  Passed unanimously.

Nagel

In order to adequately hook up the Smith/Nagel properties to the City Sewer

sewer, the Council discussed the installation of a grinder pump lift station.  Service

Our Engineer estimated the cost at around $8300.  A motion was made by 


Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to authorize City employees to install 


the lift station as a part of normal sewer system maintenance.  Passed 


unanimously.

13th Street
The City Engineer provided estimated assessment rates for properties built Utilities
along 13th Street, which included street construction, curb & gutter, storm 


sewer, and water and sanitary sewer mains.  This information will be 


needed to establish a TIF Housing District for the senior housing facility.  


A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to spend 


up to $10,000 to hire Northland Securities to prepare the TIF plan.  Passed 

unanimously.

Ordinance
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to adopt 

201

Ordinance 201 establishing a storm water drainage utility.  Passed 



unanimously.  A flat rate of $5.00 per month will be charged to all 



water/sewer accounts beginning on 7-1-07.

MnDOT
Bids for the Highway 212 project were opened on January 26th, with Project

Duininck Bros. being the low bidder at $5,760,949.69.  The Engineer’s 


estimate was $5.2 million.  When the abstracts become available, the City 


will know what their cost share will be.  Xcel Energy will be providing a 


cost estimate for the four new decorative light poles on the Highway.  It is 


the City’s understanding that the cost of light poles could come out of 


MnDOT’s aesthetics’ budget for this project.
Building
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to approve the Committee
Mayor’s appointment of Engelmann to the City Building Committee.  


Representatives from the Fire Department, First Responders, Police, 


Public Works and Council will meet to discuss current and future building 


needs, culminating in a recommendation to the City Council.

Pioneerland
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to accept the Board

resignation of Dee Prochniak from the Pioneerland Library Board.  Passed 

unanimously.

Financial
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to accept the Statement
2006 Financial Statement as presented.  Passed unanimously.

4th Street
Since part of 4th Street South (Ranchwood) will be tore up for the sewer Water/

project, Woelfel suggested the Council consider installing approximately Truck

200’ of water main at the same time.  Property owners to the east of 4th Route

Street are currently serviced by an inadequate water line on the east edge 


of their properties.  Another option would be to replace the private line to 


the east with a 6” City main.  Cost estimates for both options will be 


needed, along with a public hearing for those property owners who would 


be assessed.  Woelfel also suggested designating this road as a truck route.  

The City Engineer will be consulted as to possible added costs to make 


any construction upgrades to the road so it can withstand the extra weight.
Compactor
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to authorize 


Woelfel to bid on a compactor at the Kuemper auction on February 21st.  


Passed unanimously.

Computer
Computer needs for the Maintenance/Public Works Department were 


discussed.  Woelfel will get estimates.
