The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

East Water
An estimate of $300,000 was received from our Engineer to rehabilitate Treatment
the east water treatment plant.  Since it appears that loan moneys from the Plant

city wide project will be available, and USDA RD has approved this 


expenditure, the Council will need to decide whether or not to proceed 


with the improvements.  The Department of Health has been consulted and 

they feel that only one treatment plant is necessary, and the City should 


renovate/build a treatment plant near the best “quality” of water present.  


It is our Engineer’s recommendation to televise all wells to determine 


“condition” to perform drawdown tests to determine “capacity”, and to 


test of water quality using parameters suggested by the Department of 


Health and MRWA.  It was also suggested that, should the Council choose 

to abandon the east treatment plant, the well water could still be sold to 


bulk water customers.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded 


by Welsh to perform the three items suggested by our Engineer.  Passed 


unanimously.

Pond 

A quote of $17,906 was received from Century Fence to replace the Fencing
fencing around the stabilization ponds.  If there is excess grant moneys 


available from the city wide sewer separation project, the Council will 


consider replacement of the fencing.

Police

Police Chief Bumgarner submitted a report that included record system Report

integration with the Sheriff’s Department, registering with the Federal 


Surplus Property Program and the status of the use of administrative 


tickets.
