Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council

Cooper and Heyl absent.

The regular meeting was called to order by Assistant Mayor Welsh.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and to authorize payment of the claims.  Passed unanimously.

Hazard

Dan Wolff, Civil Defense Director, was present to discuss Renville Mitigation
County’s hazard mitigation planning efforts.  If Bird Island chooses to Plan

participate in the County’s plans, the City would be eligible for federal 


moneys if an emergency is declared, and would be exempt from having to 


write their own plan.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 

Schneider to adopt Resolution 5-07, authorizing participation in Renville 


County’s Hazard Mitigation Plan.  Passed unanimously.

4th Street
The Council reviewed a cost estimate for installing approximately 240 feet Water

of 6” water main down 4th Street South (Ranchwood area).  At a cost of 


approximately $25,000, the Council felt that a better option may be to 


upgrade the line east of the properties, looping the system.  The City will 


research the possibility of adopting the 2” line from Rudeens to 



Ranchwood Drive.  The Council also discussed the possibility of 



designating that part of 4th Street as a truck route.  No decision was made 


at this time.  

Building
Engelmann gave a report on the progress of the Building Committee to Committee
identify problems, set goals and suggest solutions to the building/space 


needs of all City Departments. 

New Hires
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to hire 


Mike Jungers or Jerry Kuemper as needed for extra help during the sewer 


separation project, provided funding remains within the parameters of the 


City’s Budget.  Passed unanimously.
Computer
A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to 



authorize the purchase of a Dell computer from Wild Prairie Computers 


for a cost of $499.99.  Passed unanimously.  The computer will be used by 

the Maintenance/Public Works Department, with a reminder that the 


office door needs to remain locked.
