A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Lowell

Lowell Johnson (911 Grove Avenue) was present during the Open Forum Johnson
to voice his concern with the City granting permission for his neighbor to 


place a moveable storage shed on the unopened 9th Street right-of-way east 

of his property.  In 1997, the Council approved the placement of the shed 


contingent upon the shed being moved should the City need to access 


underground utilities or construct a street in the right-of-way.  The City 


Attorney will be consulted on this issue.  The Council suggested the Mr. 


Johnson submit a petition to construct a street, if that is his wish.

Mini-Rod
Rob van der Hagen, representing MN Minn-e-rods, was present to request Racing

permission to close Main Street (212 to Birch) on Friday night, June 18th, 


for mini-rod racing.  Renville County has no concerns with the request; 


however, should the yellow striping be removed during the event, the City 


will need to repaint at a cost of approximately $200.  Donations to the 


organization will pay for the event and to repaint the striping.  Contingent 


upon Bank approval (the drive through is open until 6 PM), a motion was 


made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to grant the request.  Passed 


unanimously.

Right Turn
According to MnDOT, they will not allow a 15th Street access without Lane &
construction of a right turn lane, which will cost approximately $54,000, 13th Street
according to Engineer’s estimates.  It may be cost effective to complete 


grading/graveling of 13th Street at the same time as construction of a right 


turn lane, and assess benefited properties for the improvements.  A 



preliminary engineering report on improvements to 13th Street would cost 


$2000.  A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to 


authorize construction of the turn lane and the preliminary engineering 


report contingent upon development of the property south of 212.  Passed 


unanimously.

The 2009 Financial Statement was submitted and reviewed.  Following a Financial/
question/answer period, a motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Statement
Engelmann to accept the Statement as presented, contingent upon Auditor 


approval.  Passed unanimously.

Treatment
Regarding the water treatment plant rehab, it appears there will be

electrical changes needed to the main distribution panel at a cost not to 


exceed $4500.  The project has been delayed until the State Electrical 


Engineer can advise.  Since $4500 will not increase the overall project 


budget, a motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to 


approve an expenditure not-to-exceed $4500 for the electrical changes.  


Passed unanimously.
