Library

A preliminary 2011 budget has been prepared for Bird Island’s library via 


the Pioneerland Library System.  Per the budget, the City’s contribution 


would not increase, and would include usage of $3000 in reserves.  This 


would still leave at least three months of operating expenses in the reserve 


account.

Crack

Renville County has requested bids for crack filling some paved County Filling

roads.  The City will contact the hired contractor in hopes of obtaining the 


same contractor, at the same price, to fill cracks on City street.

A 3.2% liquor license application was received from the BOLD Baseball On Sale
Association to sell beer at the ball park for Islanders games and the State 


Amateur Baseball tournament.  A motion was made by Engelmann and 


seconded by Welsh to approve the application.  Passed unanimously.
License
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve Renewals
the liquor license renewals for Tricia’s Pelican Pub, Rumors, Village 


Bottle Shoppe, Athmann’s Inn and the Island Ballroom.  Passed 



unanimously.

Police

The Council reviewed the Police Chief’s monthly report.  There were 42 Report

calls for service in February.  Sarah Nelson was added to the part-time 


roster.  There was a request to place stop signs on Ash Avenue at the 2nd 


Street intersection due to the alleged large traffic flow.  Following a traffic 

control study performed in 2007, it was recommended that stop signs not 


be used for speed control.  The issue was tabled to receive further 



information from Chief Bumgarner.  It was also reported that the Dodge 


Charger is in need of some major repairs.  For the immediate time being, 


the brakes will be replaced.

Land Use
A land use permit was submitted by John Domeier for a single use family Permit

dwelling with attached garage and an underground cistern.  A motion was 


made by Welsh and seconded the Schneider to approve the permit 



contingent upon compliance with any cistern regulations.  Passed 



unanimously.

Gravel

A petition was received March 22nd AM (after agenda was set/delivered) Petition
from Lowell & Karolyn Johnson to place gravel on the unopened 9th Street 

r.o.w. south of Grove Avenue.  The petition was declared valid as over 


35% of abutting property owners were signatories, and will be placed on a 


future agenda.
