The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Seidl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and to authorize payment of the claims.  Passed unanimously.  In regards to the land use permit application submitted by Herb Zimmerman to move-in a garage, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schemmel to approve the application contingent upon verification of property pins, compliance with setback regulations and approval of a building permit application.  Passed unanimously.

Tax-

An inquiry was made as to the selling price of the tax-forfeited property Forfeited/
located at 840 Hwy. Ave.  The County is selling the property for $2500.  Vacant

Since the City has over $11,000 into cleaning up the property, no one was Property
in favor of lowering the selling price.  The Council also raised concern 


with the condition of the building/property at 830 Hwy. Ave.  The owner 


will be approached to voluntarily remedy the situation.

Engineering
An engineering agreement was submitted by Bolton & Menk, Inc. (BMI) Agreement
to perform services associated with the east water treatment plant 



improvements ($111,800) and a possible new well ($50,000).  The total 


fee of $161,800 was the same figure listed on the City’s PFA funding 


application.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 



Schneider to approve the agreement for engineering services for only the 


treatment plant improvements at this time.  Passed unanimously.

PFA

An application was submitted to the PFA for funding of the water system Funding
improvements.  Due to the recent enactment of the American Recovery 


and Reinvestment act (ARRA), both loan and grant funds will be available 

to eligible projects.  Contingent upon Legislature approval, it appears that 


Bird Island will qualify for some grant funds.

Advertise
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schemmel to approve For Bids
the plans & specs and authorize advertisement of bids for the treatment 


plant improvements, contingent upon MDH approval.  Passed 



unanimously.

Police

The City’s part-time police chief, Jeff Bumgarner, has purchased a home Chief

near Redwood Falls but will continue to perform his duties as he has in the 

past.  The County Sheriff’s department continues to respond to emergency 

calls in town.
