The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve a land use permit for Curt Weis (attached garage).  Passed unanimously.

B. I. Soil
The Bird Island Soil Service is requesting a land use permit to construct an Service

80’ x 180’ storage building on the northern edge of the Manufacturing Permit

District in Block “D” of Remick’s Addition, 60’ from their property line.  


Because the building would abut the northern boundary of the 



Manufacturing District, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded 


by Schneider to approve the permit, provided the north neighbors 



(Henslin/Precht) concur via their signature on the application.  Passed 


unanimously.

Old Betsy
Dave Woelfel requested the Council allocate the $1000 received from the 


sale of the 1976 pickup towards the refurbishment of “Old Betsy”.  Before 

a decision is made, the Council requested a formal recommendation from 


the entire Fire Department and an estimate of the total cost to complete the 

renovation.

Storm Sewer
One more easement needs to be acquired before the City can remove 


storm water from the sanitary sewer line east of Ash & “0” street.  A 


motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to complete 


the construction and take over ownership of all the utilities located in the 


permanent easement area.  Passed unanimously.  More research will be 


needed before a decision can be made relative to two other storm sewer 


issues involving private property.

Police Report
Police Chief Bumgarner submitted his report informing the Council of 


progress with Record System Integration, upcoming training and a request 

to MnDOT regarding speed limit signs on Hwy. 212.

Grounds-
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve keeper

a contract with the Bird Island Baseball Association for maintenance and Contract
upkeep of the Ball Park.  Passed unanimously.

Liquor

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to approve License
a 1-day liquor license for St. Mary’s for the “Birdstock” event which is to 


take place on 6-28-08.  Passed unanimously.

Seal Coat
The City’s Engineer will be instructed to prepare plans to contract for seal 


coating all of the city streets not paved with the sewer separation project.

Water 

After consultation with the City Engineer and MRWA, a motion was made System

by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to authorize preparation of Improve-
preliminary plan to do the following: In-town treatment plant/wells – ments

repipe wells, redo tower lead, construct pitless pump on well #1, abandon 


well #3, drill new well; East treatment plant/well – dehumidifier, bulk 


water meter, remove filter media, bulk water stand pipe.  Passed 



unanimously.  A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann 


to clean well #1 and reinstall pump at a cost of $7100.  Passed 



unanimously.
