Bomb

Dan Wolff, Civil Defense Director, was present to suggest that the City Threat

adopt a procedure for bomb threats.  The draft procedures were compiled Procedures
with input from the Police and Fire Departments, First Responders and 


Renville County Emergency Management.  A motion was made by 


Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to adopt the Bomb Threat 



Procedures, subject to various Department approvals, provided that any 


amendments to the policy are approved by the Council.  Passed 



unanimously.

Water Pipe
Woelfel suggested that polyurethane pigs be used to clean the water main Cleaning
on 9th Street between Fir and Ash Avenues.  Because the line is not 


scheduled for replacement, this method of cleaning will give the Council 


some idea of its condition.  A motion was made by Welsh and seconded 


by Schneider to approve payment of $185/hour, up to $3000, to 



mechanically clean the water main on 9th Street from Fir to Ash Avenue.  


Passed unanimously.

13th Street
A motion was made by Engelmann to table discussion regarding storm 


water/street improvements to 13th Street.  Passed unanimously.

Hwy. 212
The City received a bid of $55,000 from Xcel Energy to install 4 new Decorative
decorative lights (same as Main Street) and to remove and reinstall, in new Lighting
locations, 4 lights currently located at the intersection of Main Street and 


Hwy. 212.  It was the City’s understanding that this lighting would be a 


part of MnDOT’s Hwy. 212 project and would be paid by “aesthetic 


budget” funds.  The Council is awaiting a response from MnDOT 



regarding this issue.
Purchase
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to pay the Option

legal fees to obtain an option to purchase land located west of Oak Avenue.  

Passed unanimously.

Grounds-
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve keeper

the 2007 Ball Park Groundskeeper contract with Dale Lidbeck (no Contract
changes from last year).  Passed unanimously.

Nuisance
The police will be instructed to inspect the property at 830 Highway Violations
Avenue for nuisance violations.
