2010 Audit
Sara Beavers, Oberloh & Associates, Ltd., was present to review and answer any questions regarding the 2010 audited financial report.  Starting in 2011, GASB 54 states that fund balances be categorized as either restricted, committed, assigned or unassigned, instead of reserved/unreserved.  It is recommended to maintain a fund balance (unassigned) of 50% of fund operating receipts of no less than 5 months of operating disbursements.  A motion was made by J. Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve the 2010 audited financial report as presented.  Passed unanimously.
Open Forum
Phil Krogstad was present to question the Council’s decision to purchase materials from

A motion was made by Lynch and seconded by J. Engelmann to approve the request and to allow all liquor establishments to sell liquor outside on the west side of the street in conjunction with this event.  Passed unanimously.
