Setzepfandt (storage building) and Chuck Esser (move-in house).  Passed 


unanimously.
Gravel

A petition was received from Lowell and Karolyn Johnson to place gravel Petition
over existing grass on the 9th Street unopened r.o.w. south of Grove 


Avenue.  A petition is not required for maintenance issues, only 



improvements.  There is a shed and trees on the r.o.w. that Johnsons allege 

are obstructing their right to access their garage.  The previous owners at 


861 Grove Avenue were given a permit to place the shed in its current 


location, provided it is moved if utility work is necessary or an actual 


street is constructed.  It was suggested that half of the 80’ r.o.w. should be 


adequate for accessing Johnson’s garage.  The City will locate the center 


of the r.o.w. and staff will witness any issues the Johnsons may have 


backing into and out of their driveway, and travelling north on the r.o.w. 


to Grove Avenue.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 


Welsh to table discussion to collect more information.  Passed 



unanimously.

Resolution
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to adopt

(grading/gravelling).  Passed unanimously.

Fire Dept.
Upon surveying area towns, most Fire Departments charge City residents Fee Schedule
for fire calls.  With this knowledge and the recommendation of the Bird 


Island Fire Department, a motion was made by Welsh and seconded by 


Engelmann to adopt the recommended fee schedule beginning on 1-1-


2011.  Passed unanimously.

Police

Due to his new position at MSU, Police Chief Bumgarner will be Department
resigning his position, but would like to remain on the roster.  It is his 


recommendation that officer Smith be appointed as interim Police Chief.  


The Council also discussed the need for a new squad car.
Phosphorus
As part of the MPCA’s mandate to establish a phosphorus management Management
plan, a public informational meeting to discuss ways to reduce phosphorus Plan

levels, needs to be held.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded 

by Schneider to set a meeting date of 6:30 PM on April 26th at City Hall.
