The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and Board of Review.  Passed unanimously.

Woelfel
Maury Woelfel was present to question the Council’s decision not to Private

construct a sanitary sewer main in the alley behind his property.  His Sewer

private sewer line currently runs east to the alley and will need to be re-Line

routed west to 10th Street.  During the design phase of the sewer separation 

project, some tough decisions had to be made because the City could not 


afford to construct new lines down every street and alley.  Two main goals 

of the project were to separate the storm water from the sanitary 



wastewater and to construct sanitary sewer mains adjacent to all buildings 


requiring service.  No design changes were made to the current plans.

Water

Herman Dharmarajah, Bolton & Menk, Inc., was present to report on his Treatment
evaluation of the City’s two water treatment plants.  Renovations were Facilities
completed in 2001/2002 to the in-town treatment plant.  The estimated Evaluation
cost for a complete renovation to the east treatment plant would be around 


$300,000.  According to Herman, the in-town wells/treatment plant are 


capable of handling current water usage and population.  The value of the 


east treatment plant, if new, would be approximately $1 million.  Before a 


decision on renovation is made, the Council will wait to see if there is any 


water fund contingency moneys available from the major utility project 


currently underway.

Pond

As part of the sewer separation project, improvements are needed to the Improve-
wastewater stabilization ponds.  The cost of the improvements is included ments

in the project budget.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 

Heyl to approve the plans & specs. and to advertise for bids.  With a bid 


opening on 5-21-07 at 10 AM.  Passed unanimously.
13th Street
To accommodate the senior housing facility being constructed on the west Storm Water
end of town, a storm water main will need to be installed under 13th Street.  

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to approve 


the plans & specs. and to advertise for bids, with a bid opening on 5-21-07 

at 10 AM.  Passed unanimously.

Testing

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to Equipment
purchase necessary testing equipment from Hach Company at a cost of 


approximately $3000.  The current wastewater testing equipment is either 


substandard or nonfunctional.  Passed unanimously.

Land

A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to hire Bolton Survey

& Menk, Inc. at a cost of $950.00 to prepare a survey and legal description 

for the parcel of land being sold to Traditions of MN for the senior 



housing project.  Passed unanimously.

Resolution
A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to adopt 

6-07

Resolution 6-07, requesting State Comprehensive Road and Transit 


Funding in 2007.  Passed unanimously.

Drug & 
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve Alcohol
a City Drug & Alcohol Abuse and Testing Policy, as presented, with Policy

allowance for possible amendments should the need arise.  Further 



research will be needed regarding requirements for police officers.  Passed 

unanimously.
