Street

Lowell Lauer and Ron Willey were present to submit a petition requesting Petition
pavement, curb & gutter in Zimmerman’s 1st Addition.  A motion was 


made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to accept the petition and 


request our Engineer prepare a report stating whether the proposed 



improvements are necessary, cost-effective and feasible, along with 


estimated costs.  Passed unanimously.

Sewer/

A suggestion was made by the pipe manufacturer to upgrade to nitrile MnDOT
gaskets for sanitary and water pipe through the fuel contaminated soil Projects
locations along Hwy. 212.  The cost increase for this change would be



approximately $12,500.  The Council was not in favor of the change.  The 


Council reviewed an email sent by Paul Jurek, MnDOT, explaining why 


the two blocks of decorative lighting were left out of the Hwy. 212 plans 


and specification even though they were included in the preliminary map 


of aesthetics items.  The Council would prefer that MnDOT’s aesthetics 


budget include the decorative lighting instead of the railing.  Further 


discussion will be necessary with MnDOT officials.  Woelfel will request 


the Hwy. 212 hydraulic report from MnDOT to investigate the possible 


need for more catch basins in the 4th Street area.
