Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
May 10, 2010 at 7:30 PM

Council members present: Seidl, Engelmann, Schneider, Welsh

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Seidl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims, and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permits for Neal Prokosch (deck), Island Construction (shop building) and Terry Hammerschmidt (storage shed – contingent upon a positive review by Woelfel).  Passed unanimously.

Variance
A variance request was received by Peggy O’Loughlin to place a one-Application
story modular home at 1041 Hwy. Ave., which is zoned Highway 



Commercial.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh 


to call a public hearing on June 14, 2010 at 7:00 PM to receive citizen 


input regarding the request.  Passed unanimously.
Ball Park
Mike Nagel was present to update the Council on the renovations to the 


Lions Memorial Park in preparation for the State Amateur Baseball 


tournament, which will be held on August 20-22, August 27-29, and 


September 3-6.  A “Tony Oliva Day” and a “Barry Wohler Day” are being 

planned in conjunction with the tournament, along with possible 



appearances by Tim Laudner and Mike Kingery.  For safety reasons, the 


BOLD Baseball Association is requesting that the northeast entrance to the 

ball park be closed off and a “dead end” sign be installed.  A motion was 


made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to move the ball park 


entrance.  Passed unanimously.

Well Sealing
Quotes of $4800 and $2650 were received from Ervin Well Co. Inc. to 


seal two wells located by the in-town treatment plant.  A motion was made 

by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to rescind the motion made at the 


last meeting (spend a maximum of $5920 to seal the two wells) and to 


approve an expenditure of up to $7450 to seal the two wells.  Remaining 


PFA funds can be used for this purpose.  Motion passed unanimously.

Liquor

The Council was informed by the Renville County Sheriff’s Department License
that four establishments in Bird Island, which have been issued liquor Violations
licenses, violated state/local law by serving alcohol to a minor.  A motion 


was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to adopt Resolution 6-10, 

establishing a schedule for enforcement of liquor license violations.  


Passed unanimously.  Letters will be sent to all four establishments with a 


copy of the enforcement schedule.

Plow Truck
The City is interested in purchasing a 1992 Ford L-8000 plow truck from 


MnDOT via their web auction, which will end on May 13th.  A motion 


was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to bid up to $6000 


for the plow truck.  Passed unanimously.

Board of 
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to authorize a Appeal/
letter be sent to the County Assessor requesting to transfer the duties as a Equalization
Local Board of Appeal and Equalization to an open book meeting and 


transfer duties to the County Board.  Passed unanimously.

Hazardous
Discussion continued regarding possible hazardous buildings in town.  It Buildings
appears that the owner of the fire-damaged building at 120 South 10th 


Street is proceeding with plans to demolish the building.

MnDOT
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to authorize Property
the recording of a Quitclaim Deed conveying property located at 121 


South 1st Street from MnDOT to the city at no cost provided the property 


is used for public park purposes only.  Passed unanimously.

Old Well
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve Property
the transfer of Lot 1, Block 6 of the Allayment Addition to the Bird Island 


Farmers Elevator at no cost provided the Elevator pay for all legal fees.  


Passed unanimously.
