Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
May 11, 2009 at 7:30 PM

Council Members present: Seidl, Hightshoe, Engelmann, Schemmel/Cooper

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Seidl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schemmel to approve Resolution 10-09, declaring an end to the temporary vacancy on the Council and restoring the original office holder (Cooper).  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Hightshoe to approve a land use permit for Lowell Johnson (storage shed).  Passed unanimously.

Ordinance
There remains several properties in town that share water service lines and 192

curb stops (shut offs).  This is in violation of Ordinance 192, and creates a 


problem when one of the parties is delinquent in paying their water/sewer 


bill and is scheduled for disconnection.  It was agreed that Ordinance 192 


must be enforced.

Treatment
Bids for the water treatment plant improvements were opened on May 7th.  Plant

Construction Co., Inc. at $512,000 (A) and $496,400 (B).  The Engineer’s 


estimates were $612,200 (A) and $607,250 (B).  A motion was made by 


Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to accept the low bid ($512,000 – A) 


of Eagle Construction, provided PFA funding of at least 50% grant/50% 


loan is available, and to authorize plans and specifications be prepared for 


a new well if an 80% grant/20% loan is available.  Passed unanimously.

Pelican Pub
Tricia Lynch, owner of Tricia’s Pelican Pub, is requesting to partially Request
block the alley on June 26th for a dance and Fire Department fundraiser.  


Signatures of adjacent neighbors showing support, was also submitted.  A 


motion was made by Hightshoe and seconded by Cooper to approve the 


request.  Passed unanimously.
Ball Park
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to approve 


the 2009 groundskeeper contract with the BOLD Baseball Association 


(same as last year).  Passed unanimously.

Police

Police Chief Bumgarner submitted and reviewed his monthly report.  Report

There were 63 calls for service in April.  A list of properties with possible 


nuisance violations will be submitted at the June 8th Council meeting.  


Patrolling by the bars, unleashed dogs, hazardous buildings, and 



abandoned vehicles were also discussed.  The Chief will address these 


issues in future newspaper columns.  Burn Site hours will be extended for 


the remainder of May.  The Police will lock up at night.
