The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Welsh to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permit for Vern Woelfel (storage shed).  Passed unanimously.

Pond

Upon recommendation of the City’s Engineer, a motion was made by Improve-
Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to accept the low bid of $114,950 ments

from Magney Construction for improvements to the stabilization ponds, 


provided USDA RD approves the award and the Contractor’s references 


are acceptable.  Passed unanimously.

13th Street
Upon recommendation of the City’s Engineer, a motion was made by Storm

Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to accept the low bid of $157,911 Sewer

from Duininck Bros., Inc. for construction of the 13th Street storm sewer 


main, provided USDA RD approves the award and the TIF District is 


established to help repay the loan.  Passed unanimously.

Sunrise
Discussion continued regarding the possibility of Sunrise Agra Fuels 

Agra Fuels
constructing a biomass pellet manufacturing plant on land west of Oak 


Avenue.  Since there were concerns with the proposed location, the 


purchase of other sites were again explored.  One of the main concerns of 


those present was the utilization of Oak Avenue West for truck traffic to 


the facility.  The possibility of a road access from the west was suggested.  

Following considerable discussion, a motion was made by Schneider and 


seconded by Welsh to establish a TIF District on 12 acres currently owned 

by Mellies (provided the land is sold to Prairie Agra Fuels, Inc.) and to 


hire Bolton & Menk, Inc. to provide a preliminary study on the possible 


infrastructure to the site, particularly the feasibility of road access from the 

east and west.  Passed unanimously.
Ambulance
The City is in need of a new location for the First Response ambulance.  It 

can be temporarily stored in the city shop until October.  The Building 


Committee is currently researching space needs for all departments.  In the 

interim the City will look for a space to lease.

Work

Woelfel suggested that a 135’ x 75’ work area be established north of the Area

new lift station where the Contractor has stored millings from the sewer 


separation project.  The Council preferred that equipment and/or 



water/sewer supplies are stored in a fenced-in area.

Sewer 

Woelfel updated the Council on the progress of City and Highway 212 Project

projects.
