The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Hey.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permit for Rick and Nancy Meyer (garage addition).  Passed unanimously.

Storage 
Steve O’Neill was present to request that he be allowed to move his

storage building back on the City right-of-way west of his property 


following completion of the sewer separation project.  A motion was made 

by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve the request provided 

the adjacent neighbor is agreeable and City permission is requested 


following completion of the sewer project.  Passed unanimously.

Vacated
There was some discussion on the Mireles land use permit application Alley

(storage shed) and how it would pertain to the possible vacation of the 


north/south alley between Highway 212 and Ash Avenue, West of 10th 


Street.  The alley was supposedly vacated between 1967 and 1968; 



however, nothing appears to have been recorded.  Old City Council
 


minutes will be reviewed.

Sewer

The Council discussed some concerns that were mentioned at the last Project

weekly construction meeting for the sewer project.  A letter will be sent to 


our Engineer stating the City’s concerns and who should be responsible 


for remedying them.  The Council discussed the possibility of selling extra 

dirt to private parties in town.  Until the project is complete, inquiries will 


be deferred to local contractors who sell dirt.  Duininck Bros., Inc. will be 


required to apply for a temporary housing permit for their workers that 


would state specific locations and time frames.

Warning
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to accept the System

bid of $19,500 from Vinco, Inc. to furnish and install a 1600 watt omni 


directional warning system; provided it is cost prohibitive to provide 


redundancy to our current siren.  Passed unanimously.  It should be noted 


that the purpose of siren systems is to warn those persons outside of an 


emergency system.
The Council meeting was then closed to discuss a selling price for the City’s 1984 Elgin Pelican Sweeper and to discuss certain police department personnel issues.

Cafeteria
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to authorize Plan

the Administrator to get bids on cafeteria plans.  Passed unanimously.
