Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council

May 23, 2005

All present.

The regular meeting of the Bird Island City Council was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims, and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permits for Dave Woelfel (storage shed) and St. Marys (accessibility remodel/elevator). Passed unanimously.

Audit

Dawn Mertons was present to review and discuss the 2004 Audited 



Financial Report. There were no discrepancies with the numbers 



provided in the Financial Statement, but three compliance issues need



to be addressed: (1) A declaration of payment needs to be printed on 



the back of City checks. (2) City funds cannot pay for Christmas 



parties and other social events, and (3) The fire department cannot 



maintain its own checking account. The City will comply with these 



statutes.

Banners
Mark Glesener, C & C President, was present to discuss the possible 



purchase of smaller banners (16” x 45”) for the Main Street light 



poles. The cost of the banners, if purchased by 5-30-05, is $2330.75. 



The Lion’s Club is willing to pay for the banners, making payments 



for the remainder of the year, to be paid in full by 12-31-05. Contact 



will be made with the Xcel Energy outdoor lighting specialist to 



verify that the old banners are too large (30” x 60”) and will likely 



cause damage to the new poles. A motion was made by Engelmann 


and seconded by Woelfel for the City to act as fiduciary agent for the 



project, provided the old banners need to be replaced. Passed 



unanimously.

Sewer

The Council reviewed information provided by American Engineering

Separation
Testing, Inc. on eight soil borings that were needed for the sewer 

Project
project. Because of the sandy soil found at the location of the new lift



station, excavation will need to be oversized. Negotiations have begun



with John Angermeyr to purchase land for storm water retention. A 



motion was made by Woelfel and seconded by Engelmann to approve



and sign the “Right-of-way” and “Right-of-way map” certifications. 



Passed unanimously. As part of the project, the Council needs to



identify locations where the contractor can dispose of fill. It was felt 



that all of the fill could be spread or stockpiled within the City limits,



thereby reducing contractor hauling costs. Discussion continued 



regarding a possible assessment policy. Taking into consideration 



parcels that could be combined, there remains 534 that could be 



assessed.

EDA

The Council will be looking for a new EDA Board member to replace 



Leo Furr, who recently resigned. Anyone interested should contact the



City office.

Maint.
The Council may need to hire someone who can “fill in” duties for the

Help

maintenance/public works department due to vacations and possible 



extended sick leave.

Park

The City will paint and reuse the existing steel basketball backboards.

Issues

Vandalism to the park shelter was reported to the police department.

Shop

The City will receive bids on re-siding the maintenance department 



shop. The project will be budgeted for 2006.
