Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
June 23, 2008

Heyl absent.

The regular meeting was called to order by Assistant Mayor Welsh.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permit for Bill Cully (fence).  Passed unanimously.

Sewer 

The Council discussed three options prepared by our Engineer regarding Options
the need for a new sanitary sewer system at Ranchwood and 4th Street 


South.  The first option ($62,000) involves construction of a sewer main 


west of the properties, which would involve an easement from Jim Jacobs.  

The other two options ($165,000 & $250,000) involve construction under 


4th Street.  Because the depth of Weis’ private sewer line is unknown at 


this time discussion was tabled until a determination can be made.  This 


will help decide whether or not a “grinder type” lift station would be 


needed.
Bituminous
A bid was received from DBI for bituminous patching of three areas in Patches
town (Sunrise, Grove, 4th Street South).  This work will need to be 



completed before the seal coat project.  A motion was made by 



Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve the work, deleting 4th 


Street South if the Council chooses either option 2 or 3 for the sanitary 


sewer improvements.  (see above)  Passed unanimously.

Car Wash
Paul Jacobs, representing the “Suds N Shine” car wash, was present to Water

request a decrease in their water user rate because the water they use is not 

for human consumption.  Regardless of how the city water is used, it is 


still treated and potable.  The owners of the car wash intend to drill a well 


if the Council does not lower their water rate to $3.00 per 1000 gallons.  


Since the City has an Ordinance that states “all water shall be procured 


from the public water system when available,” the City and LMC 



Attorneys will be consulted regarding this matter.
Police 

Chief Bumgarner is requesting that the City add Brian Stenholm and Report

Khang “Mike” Nguyen to the part-time officer roster, and that he and 


Officer Smith be removed from probationary status.  A motion was made 


by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to grant both requests.  Passed 


unanimously.
Sidewalk
The Council reviewed the list of sidewalks (Resolution 174) that the city Maintenance
has agreed to maintain.  It was suggested to add the sidewalk east of 


United Methodist Church and south of Our Saviors Lutheran.  The issue 


will be researched further before a decision is made.

New Lots
Regarding the new lots in Zimmerman and Pelican Lake Second Additions, 

a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to sell the lots 


for the cost of the special assessments provided a dwelling valued at a 


minimum of $150,000 is constructed on the lot within one year (begin 


construction).  Passed unanimously.

Table/Chair
A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Cooper to adopt a Rental

rental agreement for the use of City tables/chairs, with a fee of $5.00 per 


table and twenty-five cents per chair.  A deposit equal to the amount of the 

rental fee will also be required.  Passed unanimously.

Liquor/
Beer/
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve Wine

the following license renewals: Rumors (on and off sale liquor), Bottle Licenses
Shop (off sale liquor), Athmann’s Inn (wine, on and off sale beer) and 


Island Ballroom (wine and on sale beer).  Passed unanimously.

Olson 

A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to approve a Land Use
land use permit for Dee Olson (deck and handicap ramp) provided all Permit

three adjacent property owners sign off on the four foot variance request.  


Passed unanimously.
