Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
June 10, 2008

All members present.

At 7:00 PM the Council met in a work session to discuss the following subjects with David Palm, Bolton & Menk, Inc.: Final plats of Zimmerman’s and Pelican Lake’s Second Additions, seal coat project bids and sewer separation project updates.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl at 7:30 PM.

A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Police 

Chief Bumgarner submitted his monthly report regarding the latest

happenings at the police department.  His report covered the initiation of 


the “Chief Corner” in the Union, school shooter training, calls for service, 


nuisance violations and the new patrol officer position.

Seal Coat
A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to accept the 


low bid of $110,977.40 from Caldwell Asphalt Company for the 2008 seal 

coat improvement project.  Passed unanimously.

Final Plats
Following review of the new plats for Zimmerman’s and Pelican Lake’s 


Second Additions, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 


Cooper to approve the final plats,, contingent upon approval of rezoning to 

Residential.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Welsh and 


seconded by Engelmann to call a public hearing at 7:00 PM on July 14th to 

discuss the re-zoning to Residential those portions of the two new plats 


that are zoned Ag.  Passed unanimously.

Sewer

The Council discussed several items on the Contractor’s “punch list”.  All Project

items, including the final wear course, are to be completed by the end of 


July.

Liquor

Tricia Lynch is purchasing the Bird Island Liquor Store and has applied License
for an On & Off Sale Liquor License.  Following a clean background 


check, a motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to 


approve both liquor license applications.  Passed unanimously.  Tricia is 


also requesting permission to block off the alley behind the Liquor Store 


(Glesener’s to Vogt’s) for a Wing Ding Alley Party on June 27th.  A 


motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to grant 


permission to do so.  Passed unanimously.

Nuisance
Regarding the property at 130 North 6th Street, a motion was made by Violation
Schneider and seconded by Welsh to have our Attorney file a motion for 


summary enforcement to abate the nuisances present.  Passed unanimously.

City Hall 
To correct the drainage problem with the Municipal Building roof, a quote Roof

of $1119.00 was received by Lidbeck Construction to install seamless rain 

gutters.  Provided the gutters are commercial size, a motion was made by 


Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to hire Lidbeck Construction to 


install the gutters for the bid price.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was 


made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to authorize up to $100 


more to route the rear gutter to the alley instead of Main Street.  Passed 


unanimously.

Sale of Dirt
The Council was not in favor of selling dirt to persons outside the City 


limits.
TIF

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve Agreement
the proposed TIF Development Agreement with Traditions of Bird Island, 


LLC to construct a senior housing facility in town.  Passed unanimously.

MPCA

The Council reviewed the Compliance Evaluation and Construction 
Reports
Inspection reports submitted by the MPCA regarding the City’s 



wastewater facility and sewer separation project.

Water 

A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Cooper to adopt the 
Supply

updated Water Supply Plan submitted to the DNR for approval.  Passed Report

unanimously.

Assessment
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Cooper to approve an Agreement
Assessment Agreement with the Renville County Assessor’s office to 


provide assessment services in 2009 and 2010 at a cost of $10 per parcel.  


Passed unanimously.

Table

The Council discussed the possibility of renting out the ten new white Rental

tables.  As St. Mary’s has a rental policy in place, they will be consulted.

Firefighter
Upon recommendation from the Fire Department, a motion was made by 


Schneider and seconded by Cooper to hire Dan Maurice as a new 



firefighter.  Passed unanimously.

Regatta
The Council is interested in entering a boat in the Regatta Parade.  Woelfel Parade

will coordinate.

MMDC
Because the Council is no longer satisfied with the building code 

Contract
inspection/enforcement services provided by Mid-Minnesota 



Development Commission, a motion was made by Engelmann and 



seconded by Cooper to terminate our contract with them (via 60 days 


written notice) and to hire a new building inspector as soon as possible.  


Passed unanimously.  A motion was then made by Engelmann and 



seconded by Schneider to hire Ken Kammerer on a temporary basis and to 

negotiate a fair contract for the remainder of 2008.  Passed unanimously.

Private

The subject of private wells in town was discussed.  The City’s Zoning 
Well

ordinance states that “All water shall be procured from the public water 


system when available.”  In addition, wells cannot be drilled within 50’ of 


any sanitary sewer line.
