Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
July 10, 2006

7:30 PM

Heyl, Engelmann, Cooper, Schneider and Welsh present.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permit for Jim Knutson (storage shed).  Passed unanimously.

Sewer

The Council discussed how best to provide sewer and water services to the Separation
Desotell/Hammer properties while keeping options open for future 

Project

expansion.  The plans call for two separate 4” sewer lines to run across 


city property for approximately 140’.  It was discussed that a better 


alternative may be to run an 8” sewer main north/south along the east end 


of both properties, allowing for more lots to be developed to the south and 


avoiding the need for an easement across developable lots.  Cost 



deductions and increases will be determined before a decision is made.



Jeff Hagen was asked to submit a bill for crop damage that was incurred 


when the Contractor removed peas to construct the outlet pipe to the pond 


(about 1/3 acre).  The crops were removed before the July 15th deadline in 


the contract.



A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to hire 


Bird Island Soil Service to apply roundup at $13/acre at the storm water 


pond site for weed control.  Passed unanimously.



Time permitting, City employees will install new sewer service lines, as 


needed, from City-owned buildings to the new sewer main.  Bolton & 


Menk’s inspector will camera and inspect the work being done.  If City 


crews do not have the time, quotes will be received from local contractors.



Aesthetics plans for reconstruction of Hwy. 212 call for a 2’ patterned 


concrete next to the curb, followed by a 4’ sidewalk.  Cost estimates will 


be received to do the same design on 3 blocks of Main Street (business 


district).  It is already in the plans to redo the sidewalk, curb & gutter on 


Main Street.



The City will bill the Contractor for ½ the cost of dust control on gravel 


roads that are being used as haul roads for their trucks.



Several catch basin leads, not part of the project, have needed repairs.  If 


City employees are not available to do the work, local contractors have 


been hired.



Because of inaccurate electrical plans, voltage to the new lift station needs 

to be increased from 240 to 480 volts.  The net increase in cost to the City 


will be approximately $2000.



Due to the importance of the timing of deposits into City Bank Accounts 


and the need to move funds quickly, a motion was made by Cooper and 


seconded by Engelmann to change the bank authorization card to allow 


the Assistant Mayor to sign if the Mayor is not available.  Passed 



unanimously.



Per recommendation by Terry Louwagie, USDA RD, a motion was made 


by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to amend Resolution 15-06, 


allowing the Administrator to sign change orders.  Passed unanimously.  



Partial Payment Estimate #2 to Duininck Bros. for $889,302.13 was 


approved (listed in claims).

Flex Plan
Dale Sprout, TASC, will meet with City employees on July 11th to discuss 


administration of the City’s new flex plan.  The City Council needs to set 


a maximum election figure for the medical-related expense reimbursement 

account and whether or not to authorize the use of claim cards.  The plan 


will go into effect on August 1st.  A motion was made by Cooper and 


seconded by Welsh to approve a maximum election of $300/month.  


Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 

Cooper to allow the employees to determine the use of claim cards.  


Passed unanimously.
Senior

Traditions of Minnesota is interested in constructing a 30 unit senior Housing
housing facility in Bird Island and is asking the City to donate 3-5 acres Facility
for the project.  A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by 



Engelmann to forgive the purchase price of the land provided an equal 


amount or more is spent on construction of the senior housing facility.  


Passed unanimously.

Ordinance
A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Schneider to adopt 

199

Ordinance 199, setting the salary of the City Council effective 1-1-07.  


Passed unanimously.
