Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
July 13, 2009 at 7:30 PM

Council member present: Seidl, Engelmann, Hightshoe, Schneider, Cooper

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Seidl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permit for Lisa Lippert (fence).  Passed unanimously.

Elevator
John McNamara, B.I. Elevator, was present to discuss the possibility of Shop

moving their 52’x36’ shop to parcel #3525 (old Krogstad elevator 



property).  Parcel #3525 is in the Manufacturing District with setbacks that 

will likely require a variance.  The railroad company will also be 



contacted.  The Council saw no problems with the move and will schedule 

a public hearing (for the variance) when the Elevator officially owns the 


property.
Well

City and DNR representatives met on 7-9-09 to discuss a well interference Interference
complaint filed by Maurice Schemmel.  Since there were no guarantees on Complaint
the outcome of the complaint and due to the urgency in resolving the 


matter in a timely fashion, a motion was made by Engelmann and 



seconded by Schneider to reimburse Schemmel for specific well expenses 


over the last two years not to exceed $4000.  Passed unanimously.

Well 

Using the Engineer’s estimate, the PFA determined the City is eligible for Project

an 84% grant/16% loan to drill a new well at the east treatment plant site.  


Bid opening for the project will take place on July 17th.  To proceed with 


the project, a permanent easement with the Elferings will be necessary.  A 


motion was made by Hightshoe and seconded by Engelmann to approve 


the easement as drafted by our Attorney with a one-time fee of $15,000 


paid to the Elferings.  Passed unanimously.

Resolution
Before requesting well construction approval or by January 1, 2013,

whichever comes first, MN Statutes, Section 103G.291 requires public 


water supplies serving more than 1000 people to adopt a water rate 


structure that encourages conservation.  To this end, a motion was made 


by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to adopt Resolution 13-09, 


effective 1-1-10, adding a seasonal (June, July, August) water 



conservation rate.  Passed unanimously.

Police 

Police Chief Bumgarner reviewed his monthly report, which included 70 Report

calls for service in June.  Two properties which received nuisance 



violation notices have cleaned up their properties and no longer constitute 


a nuisance under the City’s Ordinance.  Several other properties were 


mentioned as possible nuisance violators.  A motion was made by 



Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to adopt Resolution 12-09, 



authorizing our police officers to issue administrative citations for certain 


offenses (MN Statute 169.999).  Passed unanimously.
Dog

The Council reviewed Ordinances that would relate to the regulation of a Ordinance
dog breeding business in a Residential District.

Kibble

It has been confirmed that Kibble Equipment will be constructing a 25,000 Equipment
sq. ft. building on the west edge of town.  They intend to move ground in 


the fall and begin construction next spring, initially adding five new 


employees.  The City will begin the legal process of transferring land and 


establishing an economic development TIF District.

Liquor

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve License
all current liquor/beer/wine license renewals and a beer license for the Renewal
Fairfax VFW-Legion for the fair.  Passed unanimously.

New 

Upon recommendation by the Fire Department, a motion was made by Firefighter
Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve the hiring of new 


firefighter, Evan Gosewisch.  Passed unanimously.
