The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Resolution
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to approve 17-06

Resolution 17-06, vacating the 20’ alley between Lots 5 & 6, Block 28, 


Original Plat.  Passed unanimously.

Sewer

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to allow Separation
Administration to negotiate a purchase price with the bank to obtain the Project

south portion of parcel #1700 to allow the Raitz service line to run to the 


alley instead of Ash Avenue.  This will save the City the cost of two 


manholes and some 8” sanitary sewer pipe.  Passed unanimously.


In areas where the combined sewer mains are being replaced with new 


storm sewer lines, the Contractor will be required to hook up properties to 


the new sanitary sewer before the trench is filled.  The Council discussed 


liability issues should a customer’s sewer services be inadvertently cut off.



Xcel Energy should have power to the new lift station next week.



In 1989, a sanitary sewer line was placed in the alley behind the post 


office that services at least two properties.  A motion was made by 



Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to engineer the construction of an 


8” sewer main on the boulevard south of the library and to investigate the 


drainage issue on Ash Avenue north of Wencel Wertish’s apartments.  


Passed unanimously.  The City will assume ownership of the alley sewer 


line if it is code-compliant and in good condition.



The Council discussed whether or not the City should require property 


owners to replace substandard piping in their buildings or to 



remove/crush/fill septic tanks inside buildings.  The consensus of the 


Board was to require that improvements be made outside of buildings.



The need has arisen for more locations to place fill/dirt.  Discussion will 


continue at the next construction meeting.  A motion was made by 



Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to allow the sale of up to 5000 cubic 


yards of dirt to local people at the City’s convenience at the following 


costs, measured in loose volume: $4/yd. for dirt, $1/yd. for loading and 


$5/yd. for delivery.  Passed unanimously.



The Contractor was authorized to use granular foundation rock under and 


around the 18” PVC sanitary sewer main between manholes 15 and 16 due 

to the potential affects of the proposed topsoil stockpile to be constructed 


over this area on the new pipe.



A change order will be forthcoming crediting the City for $.80/l.f. for 


PVC service pipe due to the change in depth from 11’ to 9’.  This will 


save the City approximately $14,000.



The City will solicit bids from local contractors for an 8’ sanitary sewer 


main to be constructed east of the Hammer/Desotell properties.  The 


Engineer will provide specifications.



The Council discussed concerns with transportation to and from the 


Fairgrounds during the Fain in August.  A solution may be to have people 


park their vehicles in available lots (Island Ballroom, Ball Park, Oak 


Grove) and be transported to the Fairgrounds via the Heartland Express or 


Palmer Bus.  A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann 


to authorize an expenditure of up to $1000 for this effort.  Passed 



unanimously.
Resolution
A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to adopt 

18-06

Corporate Authorization Resolution 18-06, authorizing the Assistant 


Mayor to be a signatory.  Passed unanimously.

Police

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to sell the old Car

police car as-is to Brant Standridge for $1000, provided the City receives 


credit for removal of the police equipment, which is now not necessary.  


Passed unanimously.

Sunday
A request was received in writing from Bird Island Liquors asking the Liquor/

Council to lower the on-sale liquor license fee and to place the question of License
Sunday liquor on the ballot at the November general election.  A motion Fees

was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to table a decision on 


these issues until the August 14th Council meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Stop

The green traffic light is inoperable at the intersection of Main/212 for Lights

traffic south of Main Street.  It was the recommendation of MnDOT to 


leave as-is for now until construction at the intersection begins, at which 


time the wire can be repaired.
