Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
July 27, 2009 at 7:30 PM

Council members present: Seidl, Engelmann, Hightshoe, Schneider

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Seidl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Land Use
Mark Glesener is proposing to build a workshop/loft on an existing Permits
cement slab 4’ from the side property line.  Both adjacent neighbors 


signed off on the variance (from 10’).  A motion was made by Engelmann 


and seconded by Schneider to approve the Glesener land use permit.  


Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 

Schneider to approve the land use permit for John & Carol Senkyr (storage 

shed) and Dan Tersteeg (fence).   Passed unanimously.  Regarding the 


Bird Island Farmers Coop Elevator application (grain bin), there was some 

concern as to the location of a water main that was re-routed to construct 


the dump pit.  As the Elevator was willing to address any problems, a 


motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Hightshoe to approve the 

permit.  Passed unanimously.
Heartland
Rachel Schneiderman, Transit Director, Renville County Heartland Express
Express, was present to discuss the services provided by the transit system 

and to request the Council’s continued support.  A motion was made by 


Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to budget $2988 (same as 2009) in 

2010 towards support of the Heartland Express in order to keep the fares 


down for the citizens of Bird Island.  All voted in favor expect Hightshoe 


who was opposed.

Kibble

Since the new Kibble Equipment building is proposed to be larger than Equipment
15,000 sq. ft., TIF is not an option.  According to Dick Asleson, Northland 

Securities, a 10-year Tax Abatement would work much the same way.  


County/City approval would be needed via public hearings.  A motion was 

made by Engelmann and seconded by Hightshoe to support a tax 



abatement for the Kibble Equipment project.  Passed unanimously.
Well

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to award No. 8

the construction of Well Number 8 to Ervin Well Company at the low bid 


of $222,198.90, provided PFA Funding is still available at 84% grant/16% 

loan.  Passed unanimously.

Dirt Sale
A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to continue 

to sell black dirt in town at $4/yd. and to allow the sale of dirt outside of 


town for $10/yd.  All voted in favor except Hightshoe who was opposed.

MPCA

The Council reviewed the annual MPCA Permit Compliance Summary Report

Report.  There were no violations for 2008.

Engelmann
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to 

Property
authorize a letter be sent to MnDOT to initiate the conveyance of the old 


Engelmann property to the City.  Passed unanimously.  This would be a 


zero dollar conveyance to the City if there is a good-faith legitimate public 

purpose for the property.  
Ball Park
The City has allocated $50,000 to the ball park improvement project 


($10,000 over 5 years).  The BOLD Baseball Association has requested 


the City upfront the remaining $30,000.  $25,000 has been cut from the 


2009 budget to accommodate the LGA unallotment and $30,000 was 


saved on capital projects due to an RD grant and under-budget costs.  In 


light of this, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 



Schneider to approve the request.  Passed unanimously.

Car Wash
The owners of the car wash are requesting that the City consider 



purchasing their property.  No purchase price was discussed.

Equipment
A Committee will be set up to work with neighboring towns to discuss the Sharing
sharing of equipment.

Meeting adjourned.
