Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
July 28, 2008 at 7:30 PM

All members present.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and public hearing, and land use permit for Doug Amberg (fence).  The regular meeting minutes will be amended to add the following statement to item 2, “Lots in the two new Additions cannot be sold until infrastructure is available, and only those lots along 3rd Street are currently available for sale in Pelican Lake’s 2nd Addition.  Additional lots can only be sold at the discretion of the City Council.”  Passed unanimously.

Building
Ken Kammerer & Darin Haslip, 101 Development Resources, Inc., the Inspection
City’s new building inspectors, were present to introduce themselves and 


to discuss their services.  The City will continue to use the same contract 


and fee schedule until the end of 2008.

Utility

Using current construction estimates, it will be necessary to collect more Rate Study
revenues to pay back the loans needed for both water & storm sewer 


improvements.  It is recommended that a base rate be established using 


fixed costs, and should not include any water usage.  Since there are 


currently reserves in all of the utility funds, it is hoped that the needed 


rates can be phased in over time.  Bolton & Menk, Inc. is currently 



updating the City’s Utility Rate Study.

RED Loan
Since the $200,000 RED Loan has been extended twice, USDA and 


Renville-Sibley Co-op would like to close out the loan as soon as possible.  

Since the loan reimburses for completed work, the remaining unused 


funds ($148,000) would need to be spent before loan closeout.

Land

A the last meeting, a request was made for the City to lease Lot 1, Block 1 Lease

of Pelican Lake 2nd Addition.  Since it is the City’s intent to sell the lots 


for housing development, a lease would only work on a short-term (annual) 

basis with stipulations that would allow for no storage, construction or 


planting of trees without permission from the Council.
