The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

Dawn Mertons, SMS, P.A., was present to submit and discuss the 2006 Audit

Audited Financial Report.  A motion was made by Cooper and seconded

Prairie

David Pam, BMI, was present to submit and discuss a preliminary 

Agra Fuels
engineering report relating to proposed street and utility improvements to 


a site which could house Prairie Agra Fuels’ biomass pellet manufacturing 

plant.  The estimated cost of street/utility construction from the east is 


$314,947 and from the west, $667,673.  Because new street construction is 

so costly, it was suggested that the Company re-think the need for rail 


access and look at other sites that already have road access.  In order to do 


a TIF feasibility analysis, the assessed value of the plant and the cost of 


the site improvements will need to be determined.

Other street
It was suggested that the Council consider paving other gravel roads at the Improve-
east end of town.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by ments

Cooper to authorize Bolton & Menk, Inc. to do a preliminary engineering 


report on improvements to the following streets: Ash Avenue (1st to 0 


street), 1st street (Ash to Dogwood) and Dogwood Avenue (1st to 2nd).  


Passed Unanimously.  
Fill Lot
A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to place fill 


on Lot 2, Block 3 of Zimmerman’s 1st Addition.  Passed unanimously.

Police

Chief Kennedy expressed concern for the need for more police protection Issues

during the “Birdstock” celebration at the Fairgrounds on August 24th.  The 

City will check how other communities handle such activities, and will 


request some help in paying for additional officers.  A motion was made 


by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to approve the sale of “strong” beer 

during “Birdstock” and during the three days of the Fair.  The Department 


of Public Safety also has to approve the application.  All voted in favor 


except Cooper who was opposed.  A motion was made by Cooper and 


seconded by Engelmann to approve the proposed retirement contract for 


Police Chief Kennedy.  Passed unanimously.  The City will advertise for 


the Police Chief and Police officer position with a deadline of August 9, 


2007.

Resolution
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to adopt

Resolution 12-07, whereby the Planning Commission recommends to the 


Council to approve the Development Program and TIF Plan for the senior 


housing project.  Passed unanimously.
