Police

Police Chief Bumgarner reviewed his monthly report, which included 78 Report

calls for service in July.  Regarding the Nuisance Violation notices, two 


properties are still “in process” of abatement.  No formal action will be 


taken at this time; however, the properties will be re-evaluated in one 


month.  Upon recommendation by the Police Chief and a successful 


probationary period, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 


Cooper to place John Reigstad on full-time permanent status.  Passed 


unanimously.  Discussion was initiated regarding the possible application 


of a grant for a police dog, and the costs associated with on-going training, 

upkeep and vet bills.

Land Use
There has been no increase in land use permit fees since the Zoning
