Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
August 11, 2008

Welsh absent.

At 7:00 PM the Council met with the City Attorney to prepare for an upcoming meeting with the County Ditch Authority to discuss the Ditch 66 assessment and mediated agreement.

The Regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and land use permit for Tricia Lynch (fence).  Passed unanimously.

Sewer

The Council reviewed a Punch List of Remaining Work, relating to the Project

sewer separation project, that the Contractor needs to complete.  



Regarding 4th Street/Ranchwood sanitary sewer improvements, the 


Engineer presented another option whereby the main would be deeper (no 


lift station required) and would loop around under a future 3rd Street on 


land currently owned by John Angermeyer.  The difference in cost from 


the previously approved option is around $20,000.  Provided Angermeyer 


agrees to an easement, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 

Schneider to rescind the motion made on 7-14-08 and to approve the new 


sewer main option as proposed by our Engineer.  All voted in favor except 

Cooper who abstained.

Utility Rate
The Engineer updated the Utility Rate Study to include “no” usage in the Study

base rate.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to 


phase in the needed increase in the rates over the next two years, 



beginning on 1-1-2009.  Passed unanimously.

RED Loan
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve 


usage of the remaining RED (no interest) loan, about $150,000, for the 


seal coat project, bituminous patching and extra needed concrete work.  


Passed unanimously.

Election
A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Cooper to approve the Judges

following election judges: Deb Lingl, Dawn Soukup, Mugs Amberg, Terri 

Stevens and Donna Lindom.  Passed unanimously.

Budget

The preliminary 2009 Budget was discussed.

Miller

Some concern has been raised regarding the City’s non-monetary support Memorial
of the Kyle Miller Memorial which will be constructed in the City Park.  


The Memorial will be constructed with personal donations, not City tax 


dollars, and will acknowledge all veterans.

Utility

The Council was in favor of enlisting an Attorney to enforce a section of Enforcement
its Zoning Ordinance which states, “All water shall be procured from the 


public water system when available.”  It was also suggested that a sewer 


surcharge be established for businesses whose wastewater negatively 


affects the treatment system.
