The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to approve the minutes of the last two hearings, regular & special meetings and to authorize payment of the claims.  Passed unanimously.  No decision was made on the land use permit application submitted by Al/Dee Prochniak (fence).

TIF District
A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to move off 


the table the issue of establishing a TIF District for the senior housing 


project.  Passed unanimously.  EDA Director, Gene Wenstrom, was 


present to explain that the project is to be done in 2 phases, the first being 


12 independent units and the second being assisted living units, when the 


need arises.  There will be a food service component with meals being 


catered in.  A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to 

adopt Resolution 16-07, approving a development plan and establishing a 


TIF District for the senior housing project.  Passed unanimously.
Black Dirt
The City will continue to store black dirt on City property and sell to local 


residents only until the sewer separation project is complete.  At that time, 


the subject will be revisited.

Temporary
Keith Scott has requested permission to temporarily close off 8th Street Street

between Hwy. 212 and Ash for a private party.  A motion was made by Closure
Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to allow the temporary closure 


provided permission is received from all adjacent property owners.  


Passed unanimously.

Extra Sirens
A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to sell the 


two extra sirens that are not currently being used by the city.  Passed 


unanimously.

Resignation
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to accept 


the resignation of Police Officer Jason Krumheuer.  Passed unanimously.

Tax-forfeited
Parcel #28-02115-00 (M. Weidner) has been forfeited to the state because Property
of nonpayment of taxes.  The County is requesting that the Council 


approve the parcel for public auction or auction to adjacent owners, or 


request conveyance to the City.  A motion was made by Cooper and 


seconded by Schneider for the City not to purchase the property and to 


approve public auction.  All voted in favor except Heyl who was opposed.
Grant

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to approve a Agreement
$1.93 million grant agreement with USDA Rural Development for the city 

wide sewer separation project.  Passed unanimously.

2008 

A preliminary discussion took place regarding the proposed 2008 Budget Budget/
and Levy.  If approved, the levy would increase 1.4%.  Discussion was Levy

tabled to receive further information on some individual budget items.

Street

Engineer David Palm was present to submit a preliminary engineering Improve-
report for street & utility improvements on the following streets: Ash ments

Avenue (1st to 0), Dogwood Avenue (2nd to 1st) and 1st Street (Ash to 


Dogwood).  Along with pavement and curb & gutter on the five blocks, it 


is proposed to install a water main on 1st Street from Cherry to Dogwood, 


looping the system, and providing service access off this road.  A motion 


was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to adopt Resolution 17-


07, receiving report and calling a public hearing for 7:00 PM on 



September 10th.  Passed unanimously.
Police

Following interviews earlier in the day, a motion was made by Schneider Chief

and seconded by Cooper to offer the police chief job to Ben Schroeder 


with a start date as soon as possible and transferring Kennedy to part-time 


status shortly there after.  Passed unanimously.  According to the City’s 


job class pay plan, his pay will start at Step I, Police Chief wages.
