Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
August 14, 2006 at 7:30 PM

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by Engelmann to defer approval of the Kellogg land use permit (garage) until the south lot line can be verified.  Passed unanimously.

Police

Police Department employees will be paid for training hours outside of Issues

their regular work days and will receive holiday benefits the same as other 

salaried employees.

Sewer

C&C President Mark Glesener was present to request the Council consider Separation
planting trees in the Main Street sidewalks.  David Larson, MnDOT Project

Landscape Architect, will be consulted as to the costs.  Mark will contact 


business owners and the Lions Club to see if they would be willing to 


participate in the cost of the project.  



The Council discussed placing dirt on property north of the storm water 


pond to help reduce the potential for future water problems.  A motion was 

made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to allow the placement of 


the dirt, provided our Engineer agrees that doing so will reduce the 


potential for water problems and there is no cost to the City.  Passed 


unanimously.



Bids were opened to construct an 8” sewer main east of the 




Desotell/Hammer properties.  A motion was made by Engelmann and 


seconded by Schneider to accept the low bid of $10,450 from S.J. Jacobs 


& Sons.  Passed unanimously.  



The Council discussed the cost adjustments to change the curb & gutter 


design to the driveover “edina” style on Main Street by the Fairgrounds.  


The Council agreed to the change provided the County or Fairboard paid 


the difference in the cost.



The Council was informed of the cost to construct a 15” x 8” wye branch 


and 8” pipe to the water plant back-wash tank connection on CSAH5 and 


to construct an additional 8” sanitary pipe from manhole 15 to the Library 


corner.



The Engineer will provide a cost estimate for an 8” PVC sanitary sewer 


main (to be placed in the existing 12” line) and manhole on Fir Avenue 


(8th to 9th Street).



A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to pay up to 


$4000 as the City’s cost share to make improvements to the 10th Street 


railroad crossing.  Passed unanimously.



Temporary water services are being set up along 2nd Street.  Since the 


water will not run through individual meters, usage will need to be 



estimated based on previous records.

Equipment
Maintenance/Public Works Supervisor Woelfel suggested changes to the Rental

current equipment rental fee schedule.  The following changes were made Rates

before action was taken: sewer cleaning Cherokee rods - $25/hour with 


operator, signs/barricades - $5/each, labor rate at actual wage + benefits + 


10% administration fee, and the change stating “charges include operator 


during normal work hours”.  A motion was made by Cooper and seconded 

by Schneider to accept the new equipment rental fee schedule with the 


amendments noted.  Passed unanimously.

School

Letters were written to BOLD and St. Mary’s School confirming 
Safety

conversations that were had regarding bus loading zones and drop-off Issues

zones for parents who drive their children to school.  It is important that 


parents not use 10th Street between Ash Avenue and Highway 212 as a 


drop-off point, as bus traffic is prevalent, creating possible safety concerns.  

The Police Department is also instructed to block traffic on Highway 212 


at 3:00 PM on school days to assist the school buses in getting onto the 


highway in a timely/safe manner.
Election
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to approve Judges

the following Election Judges: Deb Lingl, Dawn Soukup, Mugs Amberg, 


Donna Lindom and Brenda Prokosch.  Passed unanimously.

2007 Budget
The Mayor and Council members were asked to bring questions to the 


next meeting regarding the preliminary 2007 Budget and Levy figures.

Cemetery
A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to increase Lots

the cost of burial lots to $125 per lot for residents and $300 for non-


residents.  If there is a question regarding residency, the Cemetery Board 


will make the decision.  Passed unanimously.  The new rates will be 


effective immediately.
