A motion was made by Cooper and 


seconded by Schneider to authorize Engelmann to attend the meeting on 


the City’s behalf.  Passed unanimously.

Engineering
The Council reviewed Amendment No. 4 to the Engineering Agreement Agreement
for the sewer separation project, which involves budget transfers with 


change in cost.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 


Cooper to approve Amendment No. 4, contingent upon USDA RD 



approval.  Passed unanimously.

Resolution
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve 15-09

Resolution 15-09, adopting the proposed 2010 Budget ($1,430.109) and 


Levy ($327,818 – same as 2009).  Passed unanimously.

14th Street
The Council was updated on a meeting held at the MnDOT office in 


Willmar to discuss a 14th Street access for the Kibble Equipment project.  


The access was approved and Kibble will allow for a 70’ right of way


easement on the west edge of their future property. 

Dog Issues
In order for the Police to enforce City Ordinances, people are encouraged 


to file complaints with the Department regarding dogs running at large and 

excessive barking.
