In Report

addition to the items in the report (calls for service, Chief’s column, 


training reimbursement, SMART system and policy manual), the 



following issues were discussed: illegal mini motor bike usage, abandoned 

vehicles on private property, possible curfew for 16/17 year olds, and 


illegal dumping at the City burn site and recycling area.  The Chief will 


address the burn site issues in his next column.  If violations continue to 


occur, the City will need to limit hours further and/or man the entrance 


and charge a “tipping” fee.
