Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
August 28, 2006 at 7:30 PM

All members present.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to authorize payment of the claims and to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.  A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to approve the following land use permits: Chad Pfarr (storage shed), Joe Dale (deck), Greg Bunting (fence) and Beverly Kellogg (garage).  Passed unanimously.

Sewer

The Engineer gave written confirmation that hauling and dumping excess Separation
black topsoil dirt on properties north of the storm water pond will provide Project

added storm water relief for the owner’s yards.



Mark Glesener presented a proposal to place six trees in the new Main 


Street sidewalk.  The estimated cost for tree grates, soil and trees is 


$10,920.  Mark has received $6300 in pledged commitments from several 


Bird Island businesses.  Concerns were raised as to the cost and possible 


maintenance issues.  The Council will consider financing the cost of the 


soil and framing for the tree grates.  More research will be needed before a 

decision is made.


The City received a bid from Duininck Bros. of $7.90 per sq. ft. for 


stamping a 2’ wide strip of sidewalk on Main Street (3472 sq. ft.).  The 


contract bid price for regular sidewalk is $3.25 per sq. ft.  The $7.90 price 


is higher than recently bid projects for both colored and stamped concrete.  

The City will try to negotiate a lower price or research other options 


whereby the 2’ could be removed from the Duininck Bros. contract and 


bid separately.



The Contractor is asking that the deadline for gravel completion on Main 


Street from Cherry to Hwy. 212 be moved to 9-6-06.  Delays were needed 


due to water main shut downs and coordination for the fair, among other 


things.  Completion for the curb & gutter and sidewalks would remain on 


schedule.  A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Schneider to 


approve the new gravel completion date.  Passed unanimously.

Well Site
The pump in well #4 (north of railroad tracks) failed and had to be pulled Improve-
and replaced.  Ben Ervin Well Co. televised the well and determined that ments

it was still viable.  Repair costs will be around $10,000.  The City and its 


Engineer will research different contingency plans and winterizing the 


county water treatment plant so it can be used year-round.

MnDOT
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to accept the Easement
payments proposed by MnDOT for temporary easements on city-owned 


property along Highway 212: Parcel #211- $2658.00 and Parcel #79- 


$13,100.00.  Passed unanimously.

On Sale/
To be comparable with surrounding communities, a motion was made by Sunday
Welsh and seconded by Schneider to lower the City’s On-Sale 

Liquor

Intoxicating Liquor license fee to $2000 per year, effective 7-1-07.  All 


voted in favor except Cooper who was opposed.  Upon a request made by 


Bird Island Liquors, a motion was made by Schneider and seconded by 


Engelmann to allow voters at the next General Election to decide on the 


question of Sunday (intoxicating) liquor.  Passed unanimously.

Re-Zone
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to call a Hearing
hearing at 7:00 PM on September 25th at City Hall to receive citizen input 


regarding re-zoning Parcel #86 to B-2 Highway Commercial to allow 


permission for a senior housing facility to be built on the property.  Passed 

unanimously.

Resolution
A motion was made by Welsh and seconded by Cooper to approve 

19-06

Resolution 19-06, adopting the proposed 2007 Budget and Payable 2007 


Levy ($308,656.00).  Passed unanimously.
