Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
September 14, 2009

Council members present: Seidl, Engelmann, Schneider, Cooper, Hightshoe

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Seidl.

A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Engelmann to authorize payment of the claims and approve the minutes of the last regular meeting.  Passed unanimously.

Woelfel
Jeff Woelfel, Bird Island Township resident, was present to request 

Rural Water
permission to hook up to City water and to submit a plan on how he 


intends to do so.  At a previous meeting (2-14-2000), the Council agreed 


to grant his request provided he abides by all the rules and regulations set 


forth in the City’s rural water user policy.

Drainage
John Domeier, representing the Bird Island – Hawk Creek Insurance Problem
Company at 351 E. Hwy. Ave. was present to voice his concern over the 


continued storm water drainage problem at the Hwy. 212 address.  During 


the last 2+ inch rainfall, water came in through the windows into the 


basement.  This site was identified as a problem area before the sewer 


project was undertaken.  A solution was suggested whereby a storm line 


would be installed south of the property to 2nd Street.  MnDOT would 


need to grant their approval and an easement would be needed from 


Kibble Equipment.  Our Engineer will be consulted.
Land

Renville County will be auctioning tax-forfeited land in the County, Auction
including the property at 130 N. 6th Street in Bird Island.  The County is 


requesting the City submit a minimum selling price.  Because the City has 


special assessments levied against the property, a motion was made by 


Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to suggest a minimum selling price 


of $3000.  Passed unanimously.

Animal

The Council reviewed current Ordinances regarding the regulation and Ordinances
keeping of animals/dogs/cats in town.  Discussion was tabled to do more 


research on the subject.  The Police Chief was asked to address the issue 


of dogs barking & running at large in his next newspaper column.

Resolution
A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Cooper to adopt 
16-09

Resolution 16-09, accepting the offer of the U.S.A. to purchase a 



$2,366,000 G.O. Revenue Bond and to provide for its issuance.  This 


amount is $440,000 less than what was budgeted for the sewer 



separation/water main replacement project.  Passed unanimously.
Resolution
 Due to a change in location of the proposed senior housing (assisted

living) facility, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by 


Schneider to decertify TIF 2-1 (Tax Increment District).  Passed 



unanimously.

Police

The Police Chief’s monthly report was submitted and reviewed.  There Report

were 73 calls for service in August.  Regarding nuisance violations, the 


Chief is recommending moving forward with abatement action at 830 


Highway Avenue.  A motion was made by Cooper and seconded by 


Schneider to proceed with the abatement process regarding property at 830 

Highway Avenue.  The condemnation of hazardous buildings was 



discussed.  The Council was asked to provide a list of buildings for the 


Building Official to inspect.
