Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Bird Island City Council
September 24, 2007  7:30 PM

All member present.

The regular meeting was called to order by Mayor Heyl.

A motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Schneider to approve the minutes of the last regular meeting and to authorize payment of the claims.  Passed unanimously.  Based upon recommendation by Woelfel, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to approve land use permits for Shannon Hansen (fence) and Al Osterfeld (fence).  Passed unanimously.
Sewer &
The Council was updated on the list of properties that are not hooked up to 212 Projects
the new sanitary sewer system, and the progress of the project as a whole.  

There was concern that all the concrete work may not be completed by 


October 31st.  Replacement and installation of new stop signs was 



discussed.  A motion was made by Schneider and seconded by Cooper to 


put back the two stop signs at 2nd & Ash.  Following discussion as to the 


need for a systematic plan for the placement of stop signs, a motion was 


made by Welsh and seconded by Engelmann to table the previous motion 


until a citywide proposal is developed for the Council’s consideration.  


Passed unanimously.  Magney Construction is requesting a time extension, 

due to delayed delivery of stop logs, until November 15th to complete their 

work at the stabilization ponds.  Upon recommendation by the City’s 


Engineer, a motion was made by Engelmann and seconded by Welsh to 


approve the time extension.  Passed unanimously.  Regarding the Hwy. 


212 project, the lack of electricity for the street lights and the need for “No 

Parking” signs where applicable were discussed.  Xcel energy and 



MnDOT will be consulted.

Resolution
Adoption of Resolution 19-07 (ordering improvements and preparation of 19-07

plans – 5 blocks on east end of town) was again discussed.  As most of the 

adjacent property owners were against the project, there was no motion to 


proceed with ordering the improvements.

Police

As soon as a successful background investigation is complete of Jeffrey Department
Bumgarner, he will begin his duties as police chief.  Chief Kennedy will 


be retired effective 10-31-07 unless PERA regulations will allow for an 


earlier retirement.  Police Officer resumes are being reviewed with 



hopeful interview dates between October 4-6.  Contingent upon Chief 


Kennedy’s approval, a motion was made by Welsh and seconded by 


Schneider to approve the hiring of POST Board eligible police officer, 


Jacob Binnebose, as a part-time on-call officer.  Passed unanimously.
Annexation
There was a brief discussion regarding the process to annex land into the 


City limits for the purpose of economic development.  The City is looking 


for a cost estimate from its Attorney.
